B A R E B O N E S  R A D I O

POWER ON:  Press once.
POWER OFF:  Press and hold for 3 seconds.

TRACK SKIP:  Press once.

RESTART TRACK:  Press once.
PREVIOUS TRACK: Press twice with 1 second between.

PLAY/PAUSE:  Starts playback and pauses the track.
