1. Push the left joystick forward to make the truck move forward or pull
back to make the truck reverse, the headlights will light up.

2. Push the right joystick left or right to turn the truck left or right.

3. Drive and climb over obstacles with the power of 4-wheel drive.
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BATTERY INSTAL TION The truck uses a removable battery. If the battery no longer stays charged,

dispose of it properly according to local disposal requirements.

Power Button CAUTION: If the rechargeable battery leaks fluid, dispose of the truck
immediately. Do not allow fluid to come in contact with skin or eyes.

1. Make sure the power switch located at the bottom of the truck is turned
to the off position. The battery pack must be installed in the truck.
2. Insert the USB-C charging cable into the port located at the bottom of the
truck.
IMPORTANT: Do not use excessive force when connecting the USB-C
cable. If there is resistance, check alignment and try again.
. Connect the other end of the USB-C charging cable into your charging
source. The red light indicator turns on while the truck is charging and is
green when the truck is fully charged.
Note: The average charging time is approximately 2 hours (via 5.0V/2A
USB wall charger).
. The headlights on the truck will begin to flash when the truck’s battery
needs to be recharged. The truck will run for up to 15 minutes on a full
charge.
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1. The remote control requires 3 AAA 1.5V batteries (not included).

2. Use a tool to press and hold the battery release button on the back of the
remote control.

3. Slide down the battery cover.
4. Insert batteries as indicated in the diagram.
5. Slide the battery cover back into place securely.

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PAIRING

MAINTENANCE

If dirt or water gets inside the wheels/tires, you can remove the orange
tread to empty it out.

The truck utilizes an automatic 2.4GHz digital channel selection system that
allows up to 10 individual players to race side by side in the same wireless

range without interference.

FOR SOLO DRIVERS
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1. Make sure both the truck and remote control are powered off.

2. Power on the remote control by pressing the power button. The remote
control will enter pairing mode and the LED indicator will slowly flash.

3. Power on the truck by flipping the power switch and set the truck down
on a flat surface. The truck will enter pairing mode and the headlights will
slowly flash.

4. Wait for the truck and remote control to quit flashing. The truck
headlights will turn on and the remote control LED will remain lit.

5. If pairing is unsuccessful, wait 60 seconds and then power off both the
truck and the remote control before repeating steps 2 — 4.

6. Start driving!

Note: To save battery life, the truck and remote control will enter sleep
mode if not used for longer than 5 minutes. Restart and pair the truck and

remote control if necessary.

FOR MULITPLE DRIVERS

. Make sure to power off all trucks and remote controls.

2. 0ne by one, each player should sync their truck and remote control by
following the steps listed in the Solo Drivers section. IMPORTANT: After
syncing each truck, make sure to leave each truck on until all players
have completed the syncing of their trucks.

3. If there are problems syncing any truck, all drivers should turn off their

remote controls and trucks and restart the process.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

« Do not sit, step, stand, or place objects on the truck. It is not designed to
support extra weight.
