Functional operation instructions

1. Boot
Take the headset outof the charging box and

automaticallyturnit on or press and hold the leftand right headset
multifunction buttonfor 3 seconds

2. Shut down

Put the headset into the charging box and turnit off automatically.
Press and hold the leftand right headset multifunction button for
5 seconds to shut down

3. Boot back:

When the pairingis successful, the Bluetooth headset preferentially
enters the connected state when the second timeis turned on, and
automatically connects back to the connected mobile phone

4. Play /Pause

In the standby mode, click the leftand right earphones
multi-function keys to play music directly. When playing, click the
leftand right earphones multi-function keysto pause playbacl

5. Skip songs/Volume adjust/Siri

When playing music, press the M/F button 2 times to skip up/down
the songs; 3 times click the M/F button to “+” or “"the Volume;
Press and hold the M/F button for 2 seconds to start Siri.

6. Call answering
When the mobile phonecalls, click the leftand right earphones
multifunction button to answer the call

7. Call hang up
When the phoneis talking, click the left and right earphones
multifunction button to hang up the phone

8. Call rejection
When the mobile phone calls, long press the leftand right
headphones multi-function button for 2 seconds to reject the call

9. Game/ Audio mode

After connected with Smartphone, 4 times click the M/F button can swith
the Game / Audio mode

Pairing method

1.Take out from the charging bin or press and holdthe leftand right
earphones multi-function button for 3 seconds to turn on until the indicator
lights flash alternately, enter the ear search pairing state, enter the ear

pair automatic matching status.

2.Start the Bluetooth functionof the mobile phone or otherdevices. If itis an
Androidmobile phone or device, please lick the "Search forBluetooth device"
option.Ifitis the [0S system mobile phone or device, it will automatically
search for the device; when searching for the model of the Bluetooth

headset After that, click to enter the pairing status.

3.The two earphones can also be paired with the mobile phone separately.
The operation method can be operatedaccording tothe above step 2
operation method.

Charging operation

1. With a USB charging line to plug it in the USB port, side of the charging
box plug in charger to charging box.

2. Earpiece: put headphones in charge box can automatic charging,

charging the headset indicator light is on when it is charged ;

when the headset on a full charge , indicator light will go off.

Precautions

1. Charge in a safe environment. When charging the chargingbox

please charge the chargingbox separately from the USB charging

cable as soon as the charging indicator indicates full power, so as to
avoid damage to the charging box after a long time of charging

2. When playing music, please adjust the music to the appropriate
volume to avoid hearing damage at high volume for a long time.

3. Try toavoid using the headset in a place with interference
sources, otherwise it may affect the headphone signal.

4. Try toavoid using this headset in a corrosive environment to
avoid affecting the function of the headset.

Tips: When you use this Bluetooth headset to listen to music or talk,
please pay attention to adjust the volume properly, so as not to

affect the hearing of excessive volume!

Make sure charge the headsets charge case by DC 5V/1A.

DO NOT charge it by quick charger, as it may damage the charge case.
