Note: After turning on the device, if it is not paired and connected to the
Bluetooth device for 3 minutes, it will automatically shut down; Exceeded the
effective connection distance and did not connect to the Bluetooth device.

Tip: This product defaults to shutdown mode when it leaves the factory, First use
requires activation and startup.
