The LED on one earphone will blink white and
cyan alternately, indicating that they are in pairing mode.

« If the earphones have not been paired with each other, they will
automatically enter pairing mode when turned on. You'll hear
two beeps when pairing is successful

« If the earphones have been paired before, they will automatically
reconnect to each other when turned on. You'll hear a beep when
they connect.

To manually turn on each earphone, press and hold the touchpad
for three seconds.

Power off

Placing the earphones in the charging case will automatically
turn them off.

To manually turn off each earphone, press and hold the
touchpad for five seconds.

Note: If the earphones are not paired with a Bluetooth device
within three minutes after powering on, they will automatically
power off. They will also power off after three minutes if the
paired Bluetooth device moves out of the effective connection
