2.3 Distinguishing Speakers During Recording

1. When recording, the ability to distinguish speakers is set to
"on" by default, which can be experienced during the recording
process

2. To distinguish speakers during recording, you can turn off the
"automatic speaker distinction" switch in "My" and "Transcrip-
tion Settings"

3. Distinguish the speaker's experience function during record-
ing. After recording, view the recording details in the [File] to
obtain more accurate results for distinguishing the speaker

2.4 The role of sound source localization

When recording, the main sound source position can be verified
by using the dynamic icon of sound source positioning in the
upper right corner of the screen. Aim the microphone on the top
of the recording pen at the main sound source for better pickup

and transcription effects

3. Transcription service

3.1 Difference between online/offline transcription

1. Online transcription: During the recording process, the audio
data will be uploaded to the cloud engine for real-time tran-
scription, and the complete audio will be automatically upload-
ed to the cloud transcription after the recording is completed.
You need to connect to the network and log in to your account
to use it, and the transcription accuracy is higher

2. Offline transcription: During recording, the local engine is
used for transcription (users need to update language packs
regularly according to system prompts), and the data will not be
uploaded to the cloud. It can also be used without a network or
login account

3.2 Online/Offline Transcription Settings

On the homepage, click on "Recording Settings" and select
"Online" or "Offline" transcription when the "Real time Record-
ing to Text" option is opened

In [My] [-Transcription Settings ] [ - Transcription Method
Settings ] , when [ Real time Recording to Text ] is turned on,
you can select 'Online' or 'Offline’ transcription

3.3 Failed to obtain transcription result

If transcription fails due to network or other reasons, you can
access the corresponding file details in the 'File' list and click
'Upload Audio' to retrieve the transcription again

3.4 Editing and transcribing content

Currently, editing and transcribing content on recording pen
devices is not supported. If modification is required, the record-
ing pen file can be exported to a computer for editing using a
data cable (Android file transfer tools such as Android File
Transfer need to be installed on Mac computers); Or download
the "iFlytek Recording Pen" app/log in to the iFlytek Recording
Pen website

(cloud. iflytekrecord. com) for editing

3.5 Viewing Real time Transcribed Content on a Computer

If you need to view the real-time transcription content of a
recording on a computer, please follow these steps:

1. Access the Recording Cloud Space: Open a browser and visit
the Recording Pen Cloud Space website cloud.iflytekcored.com.
2. Login account: Use the account of the recording pen to log in.
After logging in, find the recording pen device that is currently
recording in the bottom left corner of the page.

3. View transcription content: Click "View Transcription" to view
the content being transcribed by the recording pen under the
same account in real time.

Custom settings: When viewing transcribed content, you can
adjust the transcription language, mark important content,
adjust display font size, or ask questions about transcribed

content.

4. Simultaneous interpretation

4.1 How to activate simultaneous translation

Click on 'Simultaneous Translation' in the bottom navigation
bar, select the source and target languages that need to be
translated, and click the microphone button to turn on 'Simul-
taneous Translation'

4.2 How to choose the language for simultaneous translation
1. Click the "dropdown" button to support language selection in
English, Japanese, Korean, Russian, French, German, Spanish,
Vietnamese, Italian, Tibetan, and Uyghur

2. Click the "Switch" button to support translation between
Chinese and English, Japanese, Korean, Russian, French,
German, Vietnamese, Italian, Tibetan, and Uyghur languages
4.3 How to turn on/off translation broadcasting

1. The translation interface displays the translation language
and the "headphone" icon; Clicking on the "Earphones" icon

prompts "Please connect headphones"

2. When connecting wired or Bluetooth earphones, it prompts
"Translation broadcast has been turned on". When disconnect-
ing the earphones or clicking on the "earphones" icon while
voice broadcast is turned on, it prompts "Translation broadcast
has been turned off"

4.4 How to view real-time translation results in full screen

1. Drag the spacing line in the middle of the screen to adjust the
display area;

2. Swipe up the full screen to view the translation results; Scroll

down to view the transcription results in full screen.

5. File management
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5.1 Viewing Files

1. View audio and OCR files: Click on the "File" button at the
bottom of the homepage to enter the file list and view all files;
Click on the 'All Files' dropdown menu at the top of the list to
view' Audio Files' and 'OCR Files' by type

2. View photo and video files: Swipe left on the homepage and
click on "Album™ to view all image files; Click on the dropdown
menu of 'Album’ at the top of the list to view 'Photos' and'
Videos' by type

5.2 Uploading Files

1. Automatic file upload: High fidelity recording files (large files)
and power-saving recording files (no transcribed text) will not
be automatically uploaded to cloud space

2. Manual file upload: Click on [File] or [Album] to enter the list,
long press the file to be uploaded, and select "Upload Cloud
Space" in the pop-up window

5.3 Deleting Files

1. Single deletion: Click on [File] or [Album] to enter the list,
long press the file to be uploaded, and select "Delete File" in the
pop-up window

2. Batch deletion: Click on [File] or [Album] to enter the list, click
on "Batch Operation" in the upper right corner, and select the

files to be deleted for deletion

6. File sharing and export

6.1 File Export to Computer

1. Connect the recording pen to the computer using a USB cable
when it is turned on

2. After connecting, unlock the recording pen and select 'Allow'
in the request access pop-up window

3. View the transcribed content and export it to the computer by
going to Computer - Devices and Drivers - Recorder Files

Mac computers require the installation of Android file transfer
tools such as Android File Transfer. Connecting to USB can
export files to the computer

6.2 File Export to USB Drive

1. Check storage space: First, ensure that the USB drive has
sufficient storage space to receive files

2. Connect USB flash drive: When the recording pen is turned
on, use the Type-C interface to directly insert a USB flash drive
that supports OTG, or connect a regular USB flash drive through
an OTG adapter cable

When the recording pen detects an OTG type USB drive, it will
automatically pop up a prompt to export the recording pen file.
Select the file you want to export and click 'Export to USB Drive'
Wait for a moment until the file export is complete, based on
the file size and quantity. If there are many files, the export
process may take a long time. This method can easily and
quickly move important files from the recording pen to the USB
drive, making it convenient for data backup or transfer between

different devices
