Information on electrical and electronic equipment

The following information is intended for users of electrical and/or electronic
equipment in private households.

1. Separate collection of waste equipment

Electrical and electronic equipment that has become waste is referred to as
old equipment. Owners of WEEE must dispose of it separately from unsorted
municipal waste. Old appliances do not belong in the household waste, but in
special collection and return systems.

5. Meaning of the symbol "crossed-out dustbin”

The symbol of a crossed-out wheeled garbage can regularly be displayed on
electrical and electronic equipment indicates that the respective device must
be collected separately from unsorted municipal waste at the end of its
service life.
