3: The speaker will confirm that your device is conncted
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if you receive a call whilst music is playing you can answer by pressing the
Play/Pause button on your speaker, to end the call simply press the same
button.

AUX Connection

1: To connect the speaker to a chosen device using a 3.5mm - 3.5mm cable
(sold separately) insert one end into a compatible device and the other end
into the AUX port (#6) on the speaker. This should connect instantly and
ready for use.

To switch between AUX and Bluetooth, just press the power button once.
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Charging
1: Using the provided cabe, insert the smaller end into the USB C port on
the speaker and the larger endinto a free USB A port.

The speaker will signal its charging with a circular LED glowing red next to
the AUX port (#6). When fully charged the light will turn off.

To adjust the LED lights, press the light button in single increments
