5. Pairing with an External
Device

To turn on the headphones, press and hold the Power
button on the left headphone for 2 seconds.

To turn off the headphones, press and hold the Power
button on the left headphone for 3 seconds. If the
headphones are not connected to a device within 5
minutes, they will turn off automatically.

To listen to music and take calls through your headphones, make
sure that this feature is enabled in the Bluetooth menu on your
device.

After turning on the headphones, connect them to a Bluetooth
device:

1. Enable Bluetooth on your device.

2. Find and select  Clemm Preset in the Bluetooth menu.

Once the headphones are paired with the device, they can be used
immediately. The maximum pairing distance for the headphones
is 10 meters (33 feet). If the headphones are moved beyond the
maximum pairing distance, the connection will be lost, and you will
hear a di sound. Tc the bring
the device back within the range of the headphones within

5 minutes.

To disconnect the headphones from your device, turn off Bluetooth
on your device. The headphones will enter pairing mode.

If you don’t connect the headphones to a device within 5 minutes,
they will turn off i To the to
your device, turn them on and they will automatically enter pairing
mode with the last connected device. Make sure Bluetooth is
turned on on your device.

To charge, connect one end of the USB Type-C cable to the

cor ing port on the and the other end to a computer
or charger. The LED indicator will be red while the headphones are
charging. Once they are fully charged, the indicator light will turn green.

With the headphones turned on, connect one end of the AUX audio
cable to the ing port on the and the other end to
the device. The headset will automatically turn off.
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Make sure the headphones are turned off.

. Press and hold the Play/Pause button on the right headphone for 10
seconds until the indicator flashes white 5 times.

. On the external device, delete the headphone entry from the
Bluetooth history and repeat the pairing process with the
headphones.
