Press the rc car's power switch, On a flat surface, stops flashing,

2.If necessary, use a wet towel to gently wipe the car body clean.

3.Do not expose this toy to high temperature, high humidity or direct sunlight.

1.Pay attention to the direction when installing or replacing batteries;

3.When charging the rechargeable battery,adult guardianship is required;

4.Do not mix old and new batteries or different tﬁpes of batteries;

5.During the operation, please pay attention to the nearby interference sianal,otherwise the remote
control distance will be affected.

6. If the speed of the truck becomes more and more slow,it means the battery power is low; please
charge the military truck as per the above method.

7 .Please replace the battery in the following cases: the battery of the remote control is low;
it is unable to charge the truck and the charging indicator becomes dark or is not turned on.

8.Please take out the battery in the remote control and take out the battery. put the power switch
ofthe truck to the"OFF"position if the truck is not used for a long time.

"USE Cautions

1.When the car is in motion,do not touch the wheels by hand to avoid damages to the car.

2.If the sealing ring bounces up, it should be put into the groove flatly. After installing the battery

cover, the screws must be locked, otherwise there Is a risk of water ingress.

3.When the car is low on voltage, the remote control will beep to remind you to retrieve the car and recharge it.
4.Do not play by the roads or in any other dangerous places to avoid accidents.

5.Do not play in a place with puddle, mud or sand.
