Functional points

- Before starting up and using, please fully charge the charging

box andheadphones.

- plugin the charging cable while charging the headphones and
charging box.

- The earphones are in the charging box. Take them out of the
charging box and turn them on automatically.

- Put the headphones into the charging box and they will
automatically turnoff

- When there is no connection, the headphones will automatically
shutdown after 5 minutes.

Automatic connection: Remove the earphones from the charging
box, turnthem on automatically, and when the green and white
indicator lights of theearphones flash alternately, turn on the device
Bluetooth to search for theBluetooth name and click to complete
the connection. If the connectionfails, place the headphones back in
the charging box and repeat the aboveoperation. After the first
connection, the headphones will automaticallyconnect back to the
previous device when turned on (the device Bluetoothneeds to be
turned on)

Attention:

1. The earphones have been initialized at the factory and can be
directly removed for related operations.

2. After successful connection, the main and auxiliary ears will be
automatically assigned. If there is no return connection, press
"Connect"

Operating instructions

The following functions can be operated by both left and right
headphones

*Click on any earphone to answer the call when there is an
incoming call;

*Click on any earphone to end the call while in call mode.

*Click on any earphone to play/pause music.

*Double click on the left/right earphones to play up/down tracks
*Three click left/right headphone volume increase/decrease
*Long press 2S to access the voice assistant
