Button1:

Short press:Short press once on the dial interface to close the
screen, short press once on the application list interface to
return to the dial interface and short press again to close the
screen.

Long press for 3 seconds:Power on/off, restart SOS

Rotate button:Rotate the button on the dial interface to
replace the dial

Button2:

Return button/shortcut key:
Short press:

1.Return to the previous page/customize shortcut function for other
pages.

2.Short press when the screen is turned off to light up the
screen.

3.Pause/resume during exercise.

4.Short press when calling to mute.

Long press for 3 seconds:Open the voice assistant/custom

3. Charging

3.1 When the watch indicates that the battery is low, please charge
itin a timely manner. The charging time is 2-3 hours,

3.2 The watch has undergone magnetic charging. Please align
the charging contact of the charging cable with the charging
port of the watch for charging until the charging prompt is
displayed on the watch screen.

3.3 During charging, in order to ensure stable charging, the
watch will turn off the screen for charging. Click the button to
wake up the watch. When the battery level of the watch is too
low, it takes 3-5 minutes to wake up the watch, which is a
normal phenomenon. Please check the charging status of the
watch after 5 minutes.

3.4 Please use a charger or computer USB port with a rated
output voltage of 5V and a rated output current of 0.5A-2A to
charge the watch.

3.5 When the watch is not used for a long time, please fully
charge it and turn it offfor storage. Do not store it for a long
time when itis low on power. To avoiddamaging the battery
due to long-term low power storage.

4.The use of GPS

4.1 For a better experience, please connect and bind the app when
using the GPS function for the first time. Within about 3 minutes
after binding, the "GloriFitPro" application will send GPS ephemeris
orbit and other data to the watch via Bluetooth in the background.
After the ephemeris is successfully sent, the GPS positioning time
can be greatly shortened. If the transmission is not successful, the
watch will pop up a "AGPS expired" reminder when you first turn on
the sport with GPS function. AGPS expiration can resultin
prolonged positioning time, affecting the positioning experience.
You can try to rebind and unbind the watch app. Wait for 2 minutes
before attempting to use the GPS function. If AGPS is successfully
sent, there will be no prompt saying '"AGPS has expired' when the
GPS function is first turned on.

4.2 Every morning at 09:00, the "GloriFitPro" application will

retrieve the latest GPS ephemeris data for the day. When the
watch is connected to Bluetooth, it will obtain the latest GPS
ephemeris data.

4.3 If the GPS positioning time is too long and the GPS trajectory
drifts, it will be greatly affected by environmental factors. Choosing
alocation or staying away from high-rise buildings will help GPS
quickly locate and reduce trajectory deviation.

4.4 After the exercise is completed, save the data and the app will
synchronize the exercise data. You can query exercise trajectories
and exercise data on the app.

10S:Search for "Unbind" in the "Device" interface of the APP, click
Unbind to enter the "Settings - Bluetooth" interface of the mobile
system, click on the right side of the device, and then select "Forget
this device" to unbind from the mobile system to ensure that it is no
longer connected to the phone, otherwise it will not be able to
connect again next time.
