Tap to access or toggle between app-saved sound and
light modes; hold for 2 seconds to turn off.

@ Nightlight Control:

Short press to turn the light. on/switch light modes; long
press for 2 seconds to turn off the light.

Press and hold for 5 seconds to pair the device or reset
the network. You will hear a prompt sound, and the blue
light will flash to indicate the action.

(® Brightness Control:
turn right to brighten, left to dim.

turn right to increase, left to decrease volume.

The child lock button light turns on when activated.

When battery is below 20%, the red light flashes.

The blue light flashes during network pairing.

Displays the local time.

This icon lights up when the function is turned on.
Sleep setting icon:

This icon lights up when the function is turned on.

Factory Reset:

Hold Music (3 + Night Light (4) buttons for 3 seconds until the
screen shows 00:00.

This erases all settings.

Use for reconfiguration or troubleshooting.
Reconfigure the device after reset.

Ps: During wake-up or sleep reminders, if the
child lock is not activated, pressing any button will
turn off the reminder function.

The app will gradually increase light or sound at the set
time.

Tap "Sleep Settings" to customize the light, sound, and
other preferences to support the baby’s sleep training.

Light Color Control

Select the light color option from the app and choose your
preferred color from the palette.

(@ Auto-Off Timer

Sets a timer to automatically turn off the soothing music
and light after a set duration.

Sound Control

Tap "Sound Control," then choose from 34 available
soothing tracks.
