FAQ

Q:Sound cuts out, noise occurs, connection to PC or
smartphone is unstable, audio delay, beginning of song
doesn't play.

A:1.Charge the speaker fully using the included cable.

2. Re-pair the speaker with your device by following the
instructions in this manual.

3. Reload or restart the app playing the audio.

4. Keep the speaker away from devices that emit radio
waves, such as wireless mice, wireless keyboards, Wi-Fi
routers, and microwave ovens.

5. If your PCis using Wi-Fi, change the Wi-Fi band to 5GHz.

6. When operating apps on your smartphone, stop
Bluetooth playback first.



Q: Sound cuts out when using dual speaker connection (TWS)
A: 1. Delete the Bluetooth pairing record from your
smartphone.

2. Turn off both speakers and reconnect them.

3.Then connect your smartphone to the speaker.

Q: The device won't power on.

A: 1.Charge using a USB adapter rated 5V-1.0A, then try
turning it on again.

2. Press the power button once and check if the LED
lights up.

3. Press and hold the power button for more than 8
seconds to reset internal voltage.



Q: Cannot charge properly / Battery level not displayed
correctly.

A: 1. Use the included charging cable and charge for
more than 1 hour.

2. Confirm if the device charges with a USB adapter rated
5V-1.0A. (Using a USB adapter with a power rating
greater than 15W is likely to cause problems.)

3.Try charging with a different USB adapter or USB port.
4. Disconnect the charging cable and connect via
Bluetooth to check the battery level.

Q: What is the continuous playback time?

A: Approximately 3 hours at maximum volume, 12 hours
at 20% volume

Q: How long does charging take?

A: Full charging takes approximately 1 hour.

Q: Can | use it while charging?

A: You can play music while charging. 3 Continuous
long-term charging may cause battery degradation.



Q: Can | check the remaining battery level?

A: You can check from your smartphone’s widget or
Bluetooth settings screen.

Q: Does it have an auto-off function?

A: The speaker automatically turns off after 5 minutes of
no Bluetooth connection or operation.

Q:How do | charge it?

A: Charge using the USB Type-C port. Use the included
charging cable and commercially available a USB adapter
rated 5V-1.0A.

Q: A beeping sound plays at regular intervals

A: A warning sound will play at intervals when the battery
level is low. Please charge the speaker.

Q: What is the maximum volume?

A: The maximum volume is approximately 82 =2 dB at a
distance of T meter.

Q: In dual speaker (TWS) connection, which is L (left) and
which is R (right)?

A: TWS Audio: Main =L, Sub =R
