The wireless LAN card must be installed by
Toshiba or Toshiba OEM dealers.

Installing the Wireless LAN Card (Tecra 9000)

Before handling the wireless LAN card, discharge static electricity from
your body by touching a metal object. Before installing the wireless LAN
card, you will first have to remove the battery pack and keyboard. Follow
the steps below and refer to the following figures.

1. Turn off the power and disconnect the AC adaptor.
2. Turn the computer upside down.

3. Remove the main battery pack and optional secondary battery if one
is installed in the Slim Select Bay. Refer to the computer user’s
manual: chapter 6 for details on removing the main battery pack and
chapter 8 for details on removing the secondary battery.



4. Remove one screw securing the keyboard.

5. Turn the computer right side up and open the display cover.

6. Insert your fingernail or a thin object under the rim of the keyboard
brace and lift out the brace.

10. Connect the antenna cables to the proper connectors on the wirgless
LAN card. The cablss are colour coded white and black. The
corresponding connectors are indicated by the word “Black” or
“White” or by the letters “B” or "W.”
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11. Hold the card at about a 45 degree angle, fit # into the computer's
connector and press carefully to ensure firm contact.

12. Gently, push the card down until latches on either side engage the
gard to hold i in place.
