Battery installation and charging

Install the battery as shown below. After installing the battery, you can make
and receive short calls, but replace the handset in the telephone base when
not in use. When the battery power is low, BATTERY LOW will be displayed on
the handset screen. For optimal performance, charge the handset battery for at
least 16 hours before use.

1. Press the tab and slide the battery compartment cover downwards.

2. Insert the plug as indicated. Make sure it is plugged securely and matches
the color-coded label inside the battery compartment.

3. Place the battery with the label THIS SIDE UP facing up and the wires inside
the battery compartment.

4. Align the cover flat against the battery compartment, then slide it upwards
until it clicks into place.

Mounting bracket installation

Your telephone base comes with the mounting bracket installed, ready for desktop
use. If you prefer to mount your telephone on the wall (optional), it is designed to
mount on a standard telephone wall plate.

Wall mounting bracket installation:

If wall mounting is desired, follow the instructions below:

1. First, insert the lower portion tabs of the mounting bracket into the lower
grooves in the telephone base, then snap the upper portion tabs of the mounting
bracket into place.

2. Mount the telephone base on the wall by positioning it so the mounting studs
will fit into the holes on the telephone base and mounting bracket. Slide the
telephone base down on the mounting studs until it locks into place.
