To scroll through a list or
move slowly, drag across the
touchscreen. Try it: In the
home screen, tap

&5 Contacts, then drag your
Contacts list up or down.

Tip: When you drag or flick a
list, a scroll bar appears on
the right. Drag the scroll bar to move the list to a letter
A-Z

Flick

To scroll through a list or move quickly, flick across the
touchscreen (drag quickly and release).

Tip: When you flick a long list, tap the screen to stop it
from scrolling.

Zoom

Get a closer look at maps or web pages. To zoom in,
double-tap the screen, or tap the screen with two
fingers and then slide them apart. To zoom out, double
tap the screen again, or drag your fingers together.

Shortcuts

To add shortcuts to the home screen, open the
Applications tab, then tap and hold the shortcut you
want.

Applications tab

All the apps on your phone,
including the apps that
came with your phone, and
the ones you download and
install, are listed in
alphabetical order in your
Applications tab.

To open the Applications
tab, tap @7 and drag up.

Running multiple apps

No need to close an app before opening another one.
Your phone runs multiple apps, all at once.

You can open a new app while already running another.
Press Home [ to return to the home screen. Open
the Applications tab and tap the app you want. To
switch from one running app to another, press and
hold Home (4Y) to see what apps are already open,
then tap the one you want. You can view up to the last
six apps that you ran.
