We wish to do certification for this product. 
As we know from the rule, 15.19 (a)(3) statements is needed to be added in the product. 
However, we think there are some issue that can be discussed. 
For example,we searched FCC website and found information that Samsung Galaxy Tab (A3LSWDSC01C) obtained 
its Part 15B authorization via the Certification route, and chose not to put the 15.19(a)(3) text on the device. Our 
contention is that the rule allows a "for such use" exception (per 15.19(a)(5)) based on the following: 
Excessive exterior markings degrade the ID experience, where appearance is a key design objective.  
Compliance language in the User Guide is more accessible (i.e. larger print, not susceptible to wear.) 
Our question is, can it be just put in user manual instead of product itself for the above reason?
