“PHILLIPS [IEAD” SCREWDRIVER.
AFTERREMOVING THE SCREW, SLIDE THE COVER
DOWNWARD TO REMOVE. PLACE THE 9V
BATTERY IN POSITION $O THAT THE {~) AND {-)
ARE IN THE PROPER ALIGNMENT AS NOTED.
REPLACE SCREW TO BATTERY COVER.

VEHICTFE. - REMOVAL OF THE BATTERY COVER WILL AGAIN
REQUIRED A “PITILLIPS HEAD” SCREWDRIVER,
TURN THE LOCK. TAB AND REMOVE THE COVER.
MAKE SURE THE “AA” BAITERIES AR NEW AND
