Starting for the first time

When you start your Notebook PC for the first time, a series of screens
appear to guide you in configuring your Windows operating system.

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Start menu

The Start menu is the main gateway to your Notebook PC’s programs,
Windows apps, folders, and settings. You can use the Start menu to do
these common activities:

. Start programs or Windows apps
. Open commonly used programs or Windows apps
. Adjust Notebook PC settings
Get help with the Windows operating system
. Turn off your Notebook PC

. Log off from Windows or switch to a different user account
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Launching the Start menu

Using POST to access BIOS and Troubleshoot

During POST, you can access the BIOS settings or run troubleshooting
options using the function keys of your Notebook PC.

BIOS
