First, 64 bit WEP and 40 bit WEP are the same encryption method and can
interoperate in the wireless network. This lower level of WEP encryption
uses a40 bit (10 Hex character) asa“ secret key” (set by user), and a 24 bit
“Initialization Vector” (not under user control). This together makes 64
bits (40 + 24). Some vendors refer to this level of WEP as 40 bits and
others refer to this as 64 bits. ASUS Spacelink products use the term 64
bits when referring to this lower level of encryption.

Second, 104 bit WEP and 128 bit WEP are the same encryption method
and can interoperate in the wireless network. This higher level of WEP
encryption usesa 104 bit (26 Hex character) asa* secret key” (set by user),
and a 24 bit “Initialization Vector” (not under user control).

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4. Troubleshooting

The below troubleshooting guides provide answers to some of the more
common problems, which you may encounter while installing or using
ASUS Spacel.ink PC Card products. If you encounter difficulties that are
not mentioned in this section, please contact ASUS Wireless LAN Techni-
cal Support.

Verify if the PC Card is installed correctly.

When the ASUS Spacel ink PC Card setup task iscomplete, you can verify
if the driver has been setup properly. Right click My Computer, select
Properties, and click the Device M anager tab. Then double-click the Net-
wor k adapter sicon; you should see“ ASUS SpacelL ink WL-100G WLAN
PC Card” with an icon of expansion card. There should not bea®!” or “?
(problem) or “x” (disabled) symbol over thisicon.

There is a yellow exclamation mark or a yellow question mark
in Device Manager in front of my ASUS SpaceLink PC Card.

To resolve the problem, you should update/reinstall the ASUS Spacel ink
PC Card driver. In “Device Manager”, right click ASUS Spacel ink WL -
WL-100gWLAN PC Card, select Properties, and select Driver tab. Click
on Update Driver button, then follow the “Update Device Driver Wizard”
to complete the driver installation.

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Cannot connect to a Station (ASUS SpaceLink PC Card)

b. Verify that the* SSID” of your ASUS Spacelink PC Card isset to “any”
or set to the same “SSID” of the other station (or another ASUS
SpacelLink PC Card).

Bad link quality or bad signal strength

There are two possible reasons. First is radio interference, keep the envi-
ronment around the ASUS Spacel ink PC Card away from microwave ov-
ens and large metal objects. Then try to reorient the ASUS SpacelLink PC
Card antenna. Second is the distance, decrease the distance between your
ASUS Spacel.ink PC Card and the Access Point or station (or another ASUS
SpaceLink PC Card).

The TCP/IP protocol did not bind to the SpaceLink PC Card.

This will occur when the computer already has six TCP/IP bindings in
Windows 98 or ten bindings in Windows Me. These limits are imposed by
the Microsoft operating system.

Solution: If your computer already has the maximum number of TCF/IP
bindings, remove one of the network adapters from the Network configu-
ration before installing the ASUS SpacelL ink PC Card driver.

Windows Me/2K/XP contains the “Media Sensing” feature, which can de-
tect a disconnect state on the media, it removes the bound protocols from
that adapter until it has detected alink.

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5. Glossary

Access Point (AP)

An networking device that seamlessly connects wired and wireless net-
works. Access Points combined with a distributed system support the cre-
ation of multiple radio cells that enable roaming throughout a facility.

Ad Hoc

A wireless network composed solely of stations within mutual communi-
cation range of each other (no Access Point).

Basic Service Area (BSS)
A set of stations controlled by a single coordination function.

Channel

An instance of medium use for the purpose of passing protocol data units
that may be used simultaneously, in the same volume of space, with other
instances of medium use (on other channels) by other instances of the same
physical layer, with an acceptably low frame error ratio due to mutual in-
terference.

Extended Service Set (ESS)

A set of one or moreinterconnected basic service set (BSSs) and integrated
local area networks (LANS) can be configured as an Extended Service Set.

Ethernet

The most widely used LAN access method, which is defined by the IEEE
802.3 standard. Ethernet is normally a shared mediaLAN meaning all de-
vices on the network segment share total bandwidth. Ethernet networks
operate at 10Mbps using CSMA/CD to run over 10-BaseT cables.

Gateway
A network component that acts as an entrance to another network.

IEEE 802.11b

802.11b specifies a carrier sense media access control and physical layer
specifications for 5.5 and 11 Mbps wireless LANS.

Infrastructure

A wireless network centered about an access point. In this environment,
the access point not only provides communication with the wired network
but also mediates wireless network traffic in the immediate neighborhood.

IP (Internet Protocol)

The TCP/IP standard protocol that defines the |P datagram as the unit of
information passed across an Internet and provides the basis for
connectionless packet delivery service. |P includes the ICMP control and
error message protocol asanintegral part. It providesthe functional equiva-
lent of 1SO OSI Network Services.

IP Address

An |P addressis a 32-bit number that identifies each sender or receiver of
information that is sent acrossthe Internet. An | P address hastwo parts: the
identifier of a particular network on the Internet and an identifier of the
particular device (which can be a server or a workstation) within that net-
work.

ISM Bands (Industrial, Scientific, and Medicine Bands)

Radio frequency bands that the Federal Communications Commission
(FCC) authorized for wireless LANs. The ISM bands are located at 902
MHz, 2.400 GHz, and 5.7 GHz.
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ISP (Internet Service Provider)

An organization that provides access to the Internet. Small I1SPs provide
service viamodem and ISDN while the larger ones also offer private line
hookups (T1, fractional T1, etc.).

LAN (Local Area Network)

A communications network that serves users within a defined geographi-
cal area. The benefitsinclude the sharing of Internet access, filesand equip-
ment like printers and storage devices. Special network cabling (10 BaseT)
is often used to connect the PCs together.

NIC (Network Interface Card)

A network adapter inserted into a computer so that the computer can be
connected to a network. It isresponsible for converting datafrom stored in
the computer to the form transmitted or received.

Packet

A basic message unit for communication across a network. A packet usu-
ally includes routing information, data, and sometimes error detection in-
formation.

PCMCIA (Personal Computer Memory Card International Association)

The Personal Computer Memory Card International Association (PCMCIA),
develops standardsfor PC cards, formerly known asPCMCIA cards. These
cards are available in three types, and are have about the same length and
width as credit cards. However, the different width of the cards rangesin
thicknessfrom 3.3 mm (Typel) to 5.0 mm (Typell) to 10.5 mm (Typelll).
These cards can be used for various functions, including memory storage,
landline modems and wireless modems.

Radio Frequency (RF) Terms: GHz, MHz, Hz

Theinternational unit for measuring frequency isHertz (Hz), equivalent to
the older unit of cycles per second. One megahertz (MHz) is one million
Hertz. One gigahertz (GHz) is one billion Hertz. The standard US el ectri-
cal power frequency is 60 Hz, the AM broadcast radio frequency band is
0.55-1.6 MHz, the FM broadcast radio frequency band is 88-108 MHz,
and wireless 802.11 LANs operate at 2.4 GHz.
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SSID (Service Set ID)

SSID isagroup name shared by every member of awireless network. Only
client PCs with the same SSID are allowed to establish a connection.

Station
Any device containing |EEE 802.11 wireless medium access conformity.

TCP (Transmission Control Protocol)

The standard transport level protocol that provides the full duplex, stream
service on which many application protocols depend. TCP alows a pro-
cess or one machine to send a stream of datato a process on another. Soft-
ware implementing TCP usually resides in the operating system and uses
the IP to transmit information across the network.
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
