Operational Description

This device is a Wireless Audio, which operates in both of the 5GHz and 2.4GHz
bands, the maximum data rate could be up to 100kbps which QPSK technique.

The transmitter of the EUT is powered by 5Vdc from the power adapter. The antenna
is Printed antenna without antenna connector.

Data transmission is always initiated by software, which is then pass down through
the MAC, through the digital and analog baseband, and finally to the RF chip.
Several special packets (ACKs, CTS, PSPoll, etc...) are initiated by the MAC. There
are the only ways the digital baseband portion will turn on the RF transmitter, which
it then turns off at the end of the packet. Therefore, the transmitter will be on only
while one of the aforementioned packets are being transmitted.
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
