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1. Loading the Amouse Driver for DOS

1. About the Amouse Driver for Windows 3.1

a. The Amouse Driver can be found in the Windows 3.1 directory tree in C:\Amouse
after “INSTALL.EXE" on the Driver Disk has been executed, or after “WSETUP”
within the windows environment has been executed.

b. The Driver files can not be moved to another directory.

¢. Windows 3.1 will load the Mouse Driver automaticatly with system boot.

VI. Operation Guide for the Amouse Control Panel for
Windows 3.1

a. The Mouse Driver parameters can be setup by double-clicking the Amouse Icon in the
Control Panel of the Main Group, which starts the Amouse Panei program.

b. The parameters can be adjusted by clicking the appropriate icons in the Amouse Control
Panel.

¢. Enable Pointing: If this choice is enabled and “OK” selected to leave the Amouse Panel,
the Amouse Icon wil! stay on the screen and the Amouse Icon will indicate the direction
from the Mouse Cursor to the Amouse Icons .

d. Always on screen: When this choice is enabled and “OK” selected to leave the Amouse

Panel, the Amouse Icon will be always on top of the screen .

e. Save position: This choice forces the system record the position of the Amouse Icon.

f. Left/Right swap: Selection of this choice allows the Left Button Function and Right
Button Function to be switched.

g. Button assignment: This Selection allows the assignment of the functions of the
secondary Buttor: and Middie Button to specialized commands.

h. Color: Click on one of the three lcons 1o choose the Cursor color of choice.

i. Size: Click on one of the three Icons to choose the Cursor size of choice.

j. Hand: Click on one of the two Icons to choose the display direction of the Cursor.

k. Sensitivity: This scroll Bar allows the user to adjust the Cursor Sensitivity by varying the
dynamic resclution of the mouse. Sliding the bar to the right increases the dynamic
resolution and speed of the mouse to the left will decrease the dynamic resolution and
speed of the mouse.

1. Pointer growth: The two Scroli Bars allow adjustment of Pointer growth when the
Mouse is moved. Clicking on the Pointer growth check box enables this function.

m. Acceleration: Acceleration of the mouse is a function of the dynamic resolution. Choice
of one of the four selections determines the acceleration curve of the mouse. The user
can determine the best acceleration rate for a specific application.

n. OK: Leaves the Amouse Panel program and makes the changes the user has made
effective.

0. CANCEL: Leaves the Amouse Panel program and ignores all changes made.
