This sender system should be placed on a flat, stable surface to prevent 1
damage to it from falling. ‘

For optimum performance. the audio/video antennas should be carefully
oriented as described below. For maximum operating range, try to minimize

the number of obstacles (e.g. your TV or other elettronics, large furniture)
where between the transmitter and receiver units.

Orienting the Audio/Video Antennas

Sender broadcast their high-quality audio and video using directional antennas,
which must be oriented in certain configurations for best results. The antennas
have been designed to pivot and rotate in-almost any direction.

In most situations, the flat-pitted face of the antennas on both the transmitter
and receiver should be facing one another and perpendicular (at a right angle)
to an imaginary line drawn between the two units. Three examples are shown
Fig-1, Fig-2 and Fig-3. Since all homes are different. for optimum reception.
additional slight pivots or rotations may be necessary. If the transmitter and

receiver are less than 10 feet apart, suggest keeping the antennas flat in their
casings since the distance is so short.
