EGENSKAPER

Peltors adapterserie FL6000-WS erbjuder tradids lankning av Peltorheadset
till de flesta aktuella kommunikationsradiomodeller pa marknaden.

Design
Adaptern ar innesluten i en funktionell, tdt och robust dosa, utan utstdende
delar. Storleken ar funktionsanpassad och kan anvandas i handen. Den ar
aven latt att bara fast pa kladseln, utan att den ar i vagen eller riskerar att
haka i.

Pa baksidan har adaptern en kraftig fastklamma (A), som kan vridas 360°
for att adaptern ska kunna anvandas sa smidigt och flexibelt som mgjligt i
alla situationer. Fastklamman kan tas bort om adaptern ej behdver sattas
fast. Adaptern har ocksa en fastogla (E), som kan anvandas for sakring, da
fastkldmman inte anvands.

Anslutningskabel

Ugaende ledning (B) har kontaktdon for anslutning till respektive kommuni-
kationsradio- eller telefonmodell. Ledningen ansluts mot dosan i en féljsam
och hallbar boéjavlastning.

Tryckknappar

De tva knapparna for till- och franslag (C) samt synkronisering (pairing) (D)
ar tillverkade i ett speciellt mjukt plastmaterial. De &r placerade pa framsidan
och ar utformade for basta mandverbarhet. Till/Fran-knappen har en lysdiod,
som visar till- och franldge samt andra indikeringar.

Stromforsorjning

Batterilock for enkelt batteribyte. Tva alkaliska 1,5-voltsbatterier typ AA
medfoljer. Peltor har ocksa en NiMH-ackumulator (ACK03), som kan ersatta
torrbatterier.

En nycklingsknapp (PTT) kan ocksa monteras pa adaptern. (Monteras av
Peltor Service Center.)

Anvéndning

1. Synkronisering

Bluetooth-lanken 6ppnas genom synkronisering (pairing), som endast ar
mojlig da adaptern ar franslagen.



Forbered ditt Peltor WS headset (eller annan Bluetiooth-enhet) fér synkro-

nisering.

. Tryck samtidigt minst 2 sekunder pa bade Till/Fran- och synkronise-
ringsknapparna.

Synkroniseringsknappen visar gront ljus under synkroniseringen.

Om synkroniseringen lyckades avges 8 korta gréna blinkningar. Om synkro-

niseringen inte lyckades avges rétt ljus under 1 sekund.

Adaptern soker efter flera Bluetooth-enheter, men kan endast lagra 10 enheter
i minnet. Gor darfor ett nytt forsok om synkroniseringen inte lyckats vid forsta
forsoket. Efter 30 sekunder kommer adaptern automatiskt att stdngas av.
Efter en lyckad synkronisering ar adaptern tillkopplad och lankad till den
andra Bluetooth-enheten. Vid eventuellt byte av lankad enhet maste ny
synkronisering utforas.

2. Tillkoppling av adaptern

Anslut adaptern till kommunikationsradion respektive telefonen.

*  Tryck minst 2 sekunder pa Till/Fran-knappen som visar gront ljus under
tillkopplingen. Darefter avges korta gréna blinkningar var 5:e sekund.

Justera volymen pa den anslutna enheten till nskad avlyssningsniva.

3. Automatisk omkoppling av ljudet till kommunikationsradio

Om en ansluten kommunikationsradio stddjer funktionen och omkopplingen
ar elektriskt dverford till adaptern kan ljudet automatiskt vaxlas over till
kommunikationsradions hogtalare nar adaptern inte har férbindelse med
headsetet 6ver Bluetooth-lanken.

4. Varning for lagt batteriinnehall
Vid lagt energiinnehall i slutet av anvandningstiden sjunker spanningsnivan
pa batteriet och nar omkring 5 minuter aterstar av anvandningstiden, varnar
adaptern med tre korta laga toner i headsetet var 30:e sekund for att batteri-
byte snarast bor ske.

6. Frankoppling

. Tryck minst 2 sekunder pa Till/Fran-knappen. Frankoppling bekréaftas
med rott ljus under 1 sekund.

FEATURES

Peltor’s FL6000-WS series of adapters permit wireless connection of Peltor
headsets with most currently available models of communication radio on
the market.

Design

The adapter is enclosed in a rugged and functional sealed case without any
protruding parts. Its size is optimised for its purpose and it can be used in
your hand. It is also easy to carry around attached to your clothing, without
getting in the way or getting caught on other items.

On the rear of the adapter is a heavy-duty attachment clip (A), which can be
rotated through 360° so that the adapter can be used as conveniently and
flexibly as possible in all situations. The attachment clip can be removed if
there is no need to attach the adapter. The adapter also has an attachment
eye (B), which can be used to secure it if the attachment clip is not used.

Connecting cable

The output lead (B) has a plug for connecting to the chosen model of com-
munication radio or mobile phone. The lead is connected to the case by a
pliable and durable sleeve.

Pushbuttons

The two buttons for switching on and off (C) and pairing (D) are made of a
special soft plastic. They are located on the front of the case and shaped to
ensure ease of operation. The On/Off button has an LED that shows when
the adapter is on or off, as well as giving other information.

A Push-To-Talk (PTT) button can also be fitted to the adapter (at a Peltor
Service Center).

OPERATION

1. Pairing

The Bluetooth link is established by pairing, which can only be done when
the adapter is switched off.

Set up your Peltor WS headset (or other Bluetooth device) for pairing.

* Press the On/Off button and the pairing button simultaneously for at least
two seconds.

The pairing button glows green while pairing is in progress.

If pairing is successful, the LED will briefly flash green eight times. If pairing

is not successful, the LED will glow red for one second.



The adapter searches for other Bluetooth devices, but can only store 10
devices in its memory. You should therefore try again if synchronisation
does not succeed the first time. After 30 seconds the adapter will switch off
automatically.

If pairing has been successful, the adapter will be connected and linked to
the other Bluetooth device. If the linked device is replaced, you will have to
pair them again.

2. Connecting the adapter
Connect the adapter to the communication radio or mobile phone.

* Press the On/Off button for at least two seconds. It will glow green while
connection is taking place, then briefly flash green every five seconds.

Adjust the volume of the connected device to the desired level.

3. Automatic switching of sound to communication radio

If a connected communication radio supports the feature, and if switching
is transferred electrically to the adapter, the sound can be automatically
switched to the speaker of a communication radio when the adapter does
not have a connection with the headset over the Bluetooth link.

4. Low battery level warning

When the battery is nearing the end of its useful life, the voltage will drop,
and when around five minutes of battery life are left the adapter will sound
three low, short tones every 30 seconds to warn you that the battery should
be replaced as soon as possible. The LED on the adapter will glow red. The
adapter will be switched off automatically when the battery is discharged.

5. Range indications

If the range of the Bluetooth link is exceeded, you will hear a low-frequency
tone that lasts for two seconds every 30 seconds, and when the device is
back in range you will hear a short combination of tones with rising fre-
quency.

Also refer to the instructions for your Peltor WS headset.

6. Disconnection
» Press the On/Off button for at least two seconds. The LED will glow red for
one second to confirm disconnection.

The adapter can be switched off manually at any time and will be switched
off automatically after two hours if the headset is switched off or if it is out of
range. Even if it remains within range, it will be switched off 15 hours after
the last transmission.
