The oscillating frequency stability of FET |ocal oscillator depends
upon the supply voltage and anbient tenperature. For obtaining the
desired frequency stability of oscillator, following neans are
provided. In addition this radar equips an automatic tuning circuit
to coincide the receiver frequency with the transm ssion frequency.
1.2.1 Tenperature conpensation
High Q strip line of the oscillator circuitry is enployed in the
Front - End nodul e due to tenperature conpensati on.
1.2.2 Stabilizing the power supply
DC voltage supplied to the FET local oscillator is stabilized by the
regul ator.
DC voltage across the varactor diode for tuning is supplied from a
DY A converter. The voltage across the D/A converter is nmade by
dividing the regulated 24 volts DC The regulated voltage is
generated by regulator on power supply unit. Therefore stable
oscillation can be obtai ned.

Circuits or devices for linmting the nodul ati on and operating power
Transm tting tube, pulsing nagnetron, operates with negative going
hi gh voltage pulse in the nodulator. DC 250 volts as the nodul ator
source generated by the DC-DC converter with voltage regul ator(power
supply unit) is supplied to the nmodul ator to generate the nodul ating
pulse with constant anpl i t ude. Accordi ngly, nodul ation and

transnitter power |evel are naintained constant.
