2. TURN THE MICROPHONES ON/OFF SWITCH TO OFF POSI-

TION, INSERT THE RECHARGEABLE BATTERY INTO THE
MICROPHONE BY TURNING BOTTOM PART OF THE MICRO-
PHONE OPEN (MAKE SURE THE “+” AND THE “-” ARE

. FOR THE BEST RESULT PLACE THE RECEIVER AT LEAST 1 METER ABOVE
THE GROUND AND AT LEAST 1 METER AWAY FROM CONCRETE WALLS
OR METAL SURFACES TO PREVENT ANY REFLECTION. THE MICRO-
PHONE SHOULD ALSO BE AT LEAST 1 METER AWAY FROM THE
RECEIVERS ANTENNA.

. TURN VOLUME CONTROLS OF THE RECEIVER AND OTHER EQUIPMENT
TO A MINIMUM SETTING, THEN SWITCH BOTH THE RECEIVER AND
MICROPHONE ON, YOU SHOULD SEE THE GREEN SIGNAL TURN ON TO
SHOW IT'S RECEIVING SIGNAL.
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WHEN .THE MICROPHONE ARE “OFF”, BUT THE SIGNAL INDICATOR
INDICATOR STILL LIGHT UP. IT MEANS THAT THE RECEIVER WERE
INTERFERED. CHECK FOR THE\.SOURCE OF INTERFERENCE OR CHANGE
THE RECEIVERS LOCATION, IF THE INTERFERENCE STILL EXIST, IT
