When the radio detects channel activity, the radio will stay at the active channel.  The SCAN indicator will glow
eontinuswsly and the LCD display wilt indicate the active channe! number.

If channe! activity ceases, the radic will begin to scan again after 5 seconds and the LCD will return to the
previously selected channel,

Power Saving Feature

At normal operating mode (standby to receive), the Power Saving feature will put the radio’s RF section in 2
ON/OFF duty cycle 1o save battery power.  ON/OFF duration is about 300ms ON and 300ms OFF.

H SCAN function is activated, the RF receive sectioh will net have power saving and continue to scan for channei

activity.
