MOUNTING THE TRANSMITIER

Note : The transmitter must be mounted within about 50 feet of the receiver If you

mount the transmitter too far away from the receiver, the chime might not sound.

1. Dl four 3/16-inch (Smm) diameter holes into the mounting surface,

2, Dmve a serew into cach hole with letting the head extend 1/8 inch from the wall,

3. Align the kevhole slot on the back of the transmitter with the screw head in the wall,
then carefully push the ransmitter onto the serew head and slide it down into place.

MOUNTNG THE RECEIVER

For this mounting method, vou need two flat-head wood screws (not supplied) with

heads that fit into the kevhole slots on the bottom of the receiver.

1, Drill ewe 3/16-inch diameter holes with about 3 15/16 inches (100mm) apart,

2. Thread a screw into each hole, letting the heads extend about 1/8 inch (3. 1 7mm)
from the wall.
