Press MODE key first, then press TEST key , TEST ON symbol is
displayed on the LCD.

3. Transmitler and the weather slation are switched to test mode.

[n order ko switch to both unit, press MODE key twice or more times til! some fipures are flashing,
then press TEST to turn off test made.

Caution: Tesl mode consumes mare ballery power that may reduce battery lifetiine,
