CHARGING YOUR KEYBOARD

Note: The keyboard battery should be fully charged before using it for the

first time.

« Connect the micro USB charging cable (included) from the
keyboard's charging port (4 ) to a computer. The LED turns off
when charging is complete.

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ATTACHING AND REMOVING YOUR TABLET

1 Lay the folio on a flat surface, then carefully remove the plastic cover from the two
adhesive strips.

2 Align the back of your tablet with the adhesive, then press down gently to secure it.

Note: If the adhesive loses its stickiness, carefully wipe it with a damp, lint-free cloth, then let it

air dry to refresh its stickiness.

3 Toremove your tablet, hold the folio in place, then gently lift one edge of your
tablet up to peel it off the adhesive.

4 To refresh the adhesive, gently wipe with a water-based wet wipe or damp sponge
and let air dry. Reapply your tablet as many times as necessary.

USING YOUR FOLIO AS A STAND

1 Attach your tablet to the folio. See “Attaching and removing your
tablet”for instructions.

2 Place the keyboard on the magnetized back of the folio, then rest
the bottom of the tablet on the keyboard’s built-in stand.

3 Slide the magnetic keyhoard back and forth to find a
comfortable viewing angle.

4 Select“Platinum Keyboard” from the list of available devices on your tablet.

5 On your keyboard, type the password that your tablet displays, then pressENTER. The
keyboard pairs to your tablet and the LED turns off.

RECONNECTING TO A PAIRED TABLET

« Turn on your keyboard and press any keys twice, then make sure that the tablet’s
Bluetooth is turned on. The keyboard automatically pairs to the last connected tablet if it is
within 33 feet (10 meters) of the keyboard.
