CHARGING THE BATTERY FOR FIRST TIME

Plug the unit into the USE port on your computer or into a USE power adaptor

RECHARGING THE INTERMNAL BATTERY
After prolonged use, the internal battery will become weak and the operation ma
become intermittent. When the internal battery charge is very low, the Indicator LE
will flash red and a melody will play alerting you to recharge the internal battery as
smn as possible.

3. Rechargeable batteries need to be cycled for maximum performance
and longer battery life. If you don't use the player that often, be sure to
recharge the battery at least once a month in order to keep the
internal battery working properly.

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1. In standby mode, press and hold the POWER/ANSWER button for 2-3 seconds
until a beep sound is heard to turn the unit ON, the Indicator LED will flash blue 3
times.

2. To turn the unit OFF, press and hold the POWER/ANSWER button for 4-5 seconds
until a beep sound is heard and the Indicator LED flashes red for about 0.5 second.
Don't forget to turn off the Bluetooth feature on your cell phone.

In standby mode, press and hold the POWER/ANSWER button for 5-6
seconds until a beep sound is heard, the Indicator LED will alternately flash

¢ Turn on the Bluetooth function of your cell phone and enable the search or
scan function to find the KT-29038.

» BSelect "KT-9038" from the device list when it appears on your device screen. If
required, enter the pass code “00007 to pair (link) the KT-9038 with your
maobile phone or Bluetooth device.

2. After turning on the KT-9038, the unit will search for the last paired device. The
POWER/CHARGING/BLUETOOTH STATUS INDICATOR will flash rapldlj.r in blue.

If the unit finds the paired Bluetooth device, a beep is heard and the
POWER/CHARGING/ BLUETOOTH STATUS INDICATOR will begin flashing at a
slower rate.

Remarks:

* Fast flashing is when the LED lights up 3 times every second.
+ Slow flashing is when the LED lights up 1 time every 8 seconds.

3. After successfully pairing (linking), you can begin playing music from your
Bluetooth device wirelessly to the speaker.

4. Press the Volume Upi{+) / Downi-) button on your Bluetooth device to adjust to the

desired volume level.

2. Your Bluetooth enabled device will not play the music through the s aker
even if connected (linked), if the device does not support A2DP

3. If you are pairing (linking) your computer to the KT-9038 usin Iuetcmth you
may need fo set the speakerphone as your computer's default sound device.

4. If the KT-9038 is left idle for about 5 minutes without linking to any Bluetooth
enabled device, it will automatically turn off to save battery power.

Using the KT-9038 as a Handsfree Bluetooth Speakerphone

1. Link your cell phene to -8038 via Bluetooth as described above.

2. When receiving an incoming call on your cell phone, tap the POWER/ANSWER
button on the speakerphone to switch the incoming call from cell phone to the
KT-9038 speaker. A short beep sound will be heard confirming the call was
answered. Complete your call using the built-in micropheone and speakerphone on
the KT-8038.

3. Adjust the volume control of unit to obtain the desired sound level.

4. To end the call, just the POWER/ANSWER button again on the KT-9038. A
short beep sound will be heard and the call will end. If you were playing music
from your cell phone to the KT-9038 speakerphone before answering the call, the
music will automatically resume playing when you hang up.
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5. Tc: ignore an |ncom|ng call, simply press and hold the POWER/ANSWER button
e speakerphone for about 2-3 seconds, a beep sound will be heard and the
call will be ignored.
