d. Press the on/off switch and slide the channel switch
to either Aor B.

3. Use the Monitor (Parent’s Unit)

a. Slide the channel switch to the same channel as the Child's
Unit (A or B).

b. Slide the on/off switch to the on position.

¢. Rotate the volums dial to the desired leval.

d. keec the Parent’s Unit with you, and keep it positioned uprignt.

1. Install the batteries

a. Press on the tab to release the battery compantmenrt cover,
then pull it open.

b. Insert the three AA batteries. Position them so the + and -
contacts are alignad with the corrasponding contacts
on the battery clip.

e. Close the battery compartment cover: be sure it clicka shut.

Child’s Unit

1. Position the Child’s Unit within approximately 6 feet of your
child, yet out of the child’s reach.

Far wall mounting {optional):

1. Securely fasten one #8 flat head wood screw on the wal. (For
best resulls, use a 3/d-inch screw; mount in a solid wood panel,
or use a screw anchor).

2. Leave the screw head protruding from the wall by at ‘east
1/4-inch.

3. Fit the screw head slot (on the back of the unit} over the screw
head and slide the unit down to seat il firmly.

4. To test that the unit is securely mounted, press on its edges.

For the Monitor to
work propeny, both units must be set to the sama channel,

4. Turn the volume dial on the Parent's Unit clockwise to the
desired loudness level.

5. Keep the Parent's Unit with you. For best reception kesp both
units as near upright as possible.

Range: ’
The range of the Monitor will vary with the surroundings.
You may want to test its workable range by walking thraugh
your house and yard and listening for the volume and clarity
of the sounds being transmitted.

Slide onto your belt or waistband. The beit clip has two slots;
you can thread your belt through these slots for added security.

Changing channels:
Always keep both units set to the same channel (A or B). If you
experience interference or static with one channel, switch to
the other.

Pasitioning antennas:
Always be certain the antennas en both units are straight up.

® Two Quiet Sound Lights
No Lights Lit - No sound from Child's Unit (baby is qulet).
One or Two Lights Green - Quiet sounds (baby may be
whimpering or talking).

® One Loud Sound Light

Light is Red - Loud sounds (baby may be crying or
talking loudly).

Replacing Batteries:

The batteries in the Parent's Unit need to be replacec when
the power indicatar on the Parent's Unit is red.

To Clean Both Units
Wipe exterior surfaces with a ¢lean, div cloth.
