Access networks
This section helps you connect to a wireless or wired network.

Connect to Wi-Fi networks
Click the network icon in the Windows® notification area, and then select a network for connection. Provide 
required information, if needed.

Connect to a cellular network (for selected models of Lenovo 300w Yoga 
Gen 4 only)
To connect a 4G cellular data network, you must have a wireless wide area network (WWAN) module and a 
nano-SIM card installed. You can purchase a nano-SIM card from authorized service carriers.

Notes: 
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• The 4G cellular service is provided by authorized mobile service carriers in some countries or regions. You 
must have a cellular plan from a service carrier to connect to the cellular network. The cellular data plan 
might vary by location.

• Network connection speeds might also vary by location, environment, network conditions and other 
factors.

To establish a cellular connection: 

1. Turn off the computer and remove the base cover assembly. See “Base cover assembly” on page 32.

2. Slide the socket cover slightly to the left and pivot the socket cover upward. Install a nano-SIM card and 
close the socket cover. Then slide the socket cover slightly to the right and ensure that the card is 
seated correctly. 

3. Turn on the computer.

4. Click the network icon, and then select the cellular network icon from the list. Provide required 
information, if needed.

Turn on the Airplane mode
When the Airplane mode is enabled, all wireless features are disabled. 

1. Type Airplane mode in the Windows search box and then press Enter.

2. Turn on the Airplane mode.

Interact with your computer
Your computer provides you various ways to navigate the screen.

Use hotkeys
Some keys on the keyboard are printed with icons. These keys are called hotkeys and can be pressed alone 
or in combination with the Fn key to access certain functions or settings quickly. The functions of hotkeys are 
symbolized by the icons printed on them.

Use the hotkey mode

Some hotkeys share keys with functions keys (F1 to F12). The hotkey mode is a UEFI BIOS setting that 
changes how hotkeys (or function keys) are used.

• When the hotkey mode is enabled, press Fn together with the hotkey to use the hotkey.

• When the hotkey mode is disabled, press the hotkey directly.

Do not place your computer on another computer while it is in use. Otherwise, the keyboard and the 
trackpad will be disabled.

Maintenance tips:

• Turn off the computer before cleaning the touch screen.

• Use a dry, soft, and lint-free cloth or a piece of absorbent cotton to remove fingerprints or dust from the 
touch screen. Do not apply solvents to the cloth.

• The touch screen is a glass panel covered with a plastic film. Do not apply pressure or place any metallic 
object on the screen, which might damage the touch panel or cause it to malfunction.

• Do not use fingernails, gloved fingers, or inanimate objects for input on the screen.

• Regularly calibrate the accuracy of the finger input to avoid a discrepancy.

Connect to an external display

Connect to a wired display

If your computer cannot detect the external display, right-click a blank area on the desktop and select 
Display settings. Then follow the on-screen instructions to detect the external display.

Connect to a wireless display

feature.

Press Windows logo key+K key and then select a wireless display to connect with.

Set the display mode

Press or and then select a display mode of your preference.

Change display settings

1. Right-click a blank area on the desktop and select Display settings.

2. Select the display that you want to configure and change display settings of your preference.

You can change the settings for both the computer display and the external display. For example, you can 
define which one is the main display and which one is the secondary display. You also can change the 
resolution and orientation.

Get to know YOGA modes (for Lenovo 300w Yoga Gen 4 and Lenovo

Rotate the display to switch among different YOGA modes according to your preference. The keyboard and 
the pointing devices are automatically disabled in the stand mode, tent mode, and tablet mode.

Lock the computer
Lock your computer to a desk, table, or other fixtures through a compatible security cable lock. 

Note: The slot supports cable locks that conform to the Kensington NanoSaver® lock standards using 
Cleat™ locking technology. You are responsible for evaluating, selecting, and implementing the locking 
device and security feature. Lenovo is not responsible for the locking device and security feature. You can 
purchase the cable locks at https://smartfind.lenovo.com.

Lenovo Commercial Vantage
The Lenovo Commercial Vantage app (hereafter referred to as Vantage app) is a customized one-stop 
solution to help you maintain your computer with automated updates and fixes, configure hardware settings, 
and get personalized support. 

To access the Vantage app, type Lenovo Commercial Vantage in the Windows search box.

Notes: 

• The available features vary depending on the computer model.

• The Vantage app makes periodic updates of the features to keep improving your experience with your 
computer. The description of features might be different from that on your actual user interface. Ensure 
that you use the latest version of Vantage app, and apply Windows Update to get the latest updates.

The Vantage app enables you to:

• Know the device status easily and customize device settings.

• Download and install UEFI BIOS, firmware, and driver updates to keep your computer up-to-date.

• Monitor your computer health, and secure your computer against outside threats.

• Scan your computer hardware and diagnose hardware problems.
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• Look up warranty status (online).

• Access User Guide and helpful articles.

Manage power
Use the information in this section to achieve the best balance between performance and power efficiency.

Check the battery status
Go to Settings ➙ System to check the battery status. For more details about your battery, refer to the 
Vantage app.

Charge the computer
Power source of the ac power adapter: 

• Power: 45 W or 65 W

• Sine-wave input at 50 Hz to 60 Hz

• Input rating of the ac power adapter: 100 V to 240 V ac, 50 Hz to 60 Hz

• Output rating of the ac power adapter: 20 V dc, 2.25 A or 3.25 A

When the battery power is low, charge your battery by connecting your computer to ac power with the 
supplied power adapter. The 65 W ac power adapter supports the rapid charge function, the battery is 80% 
charged in about one hour when the computer is turned off. The actual charging time depends on the battery 
size, the physical environment, and whether you are using the computer.

Battery charging is also affected by its temperature. The recommended temperature range for charging the 
battery is between 10°C (50°F) and 35°C (95°F).

Note: Some models might not ship with ac adapters or power cords. Use only the certified adapters and 
power cords provided by Lenovo that comply with the requirements of relevant national standards to charge 
the product. It is recommended to use the Lenovo qualified adapters. You can refer to https:// 
www.lenovo.com/us/en/compliance/eu-doc.

Notes: To maximize the life of the battery:  

• Use the battery until the charge is depleted and recharge the battery completely before using it. Once the 
battery is fully charged, it must discharge to 94% or lower before it will be allowed to recharge again.

• The battery might optimize its full charge capacity based on your usage. After prolonged periods of limited 
use, full battery capacity might not be available until you discharge to as low as 20% and recharge 
completely.

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Change the power settings
For ENERGY STAR® compliant computers, the following power plan takes effect by default when your 
computer is on ac power and has been idle for a specified duration: 

• For Windows 11:

– Turn off the display: After 5 minutes

– Put the computer to sleep: After 15 minutes

• For Windows 10:

– Turn off the display: After 10 minutes

– Put the computer to sleep: After 30 minutes

To reset the power plan: 

1. Go to Control Panel and view by Large icons or Small icons.

2. Click Power Options.

3. Choose or customize a power plan of your preference.

To reset the power button function: 

1. Go to Control Panel and view by Large icons or Small icons.

2. Click Power Options, and then click Choose what the power buttons do on the left pane.

3. Change the settings as you prefer.

Transfer data
Quickly share your files using the built-in Bluetooth technology among devices with the same features. 

Set up a Bluetooth connection
You can connect all types of Bluetooth-enabled devices to your computer, such as a keyboard, a mouse, a 
smartphone, or speakers. To ensure successful connection, place the devices at most 10 meters (33 feet) 
from the computer.

1. Type Bluetooth in the Windows search box and then press Enter.

2. Turn on Bluetooth, if it is off.

3. Select a Bluetooth device, and then follow the on-screen instructions.
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Chapter 4. Configure advanced settings

UEFI BIOS setup utility
UEFI BIOS setup utility is the first program that the computer runs. When the computer turns on, UEFI BIOS 
setup utility performs a self test to make sure that various devices in the computer are functioning.

Enter the UEFI BIOS setup utility
Restart the computer. When the logo screen is displayed, press F2 to enter the UEFI BIOS setup utility.

Change the startup sequence
You might need to change the startup sequence to allow the computer to start from another device or a 
network location.

1. Enter the setup utility.
2. Navigate to the Boot menu.

3. Follow the on-screen instructions to change the order of devices under Boot Priority Order.

Note: You can also change the startup sequence temporarily without opening the setup utility. To do so, 
start the computer. When the logo screen is displayed, press F12.

Change the hotkey mode
1. Open the setup utility.

2. Select Configuration ➙ Hotkey Mode and press Enter.

3. Change the setting to Disabled or Enabled.

4. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

Enable or disable the Always On USB function
For computer models with the Always On USB connector, the always-on function can be enabled or disabled 
in the setup utility.

1. Open the setup utility.

2. Select Configuration ➙ Always On USB and press Enter.
3. Change the setting to Disabled or Enabled.
4. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

Use passwords
This section introduces the types of passwords that you can set in the setup utility.

Password types
You can set various types of passwords in the UEFI BIOS setup utility.

Notes: 

• All passwords set in the setup utility consist of alphanumeric characters only.

• If you start the setup utility using the user password, you can only change a few settings.

Use the administrator password to 
enter the setup utility.

User password The administrator password must be 
set.

Master hard disk password No

Set an administrator password
You can set the administrator password to prevent unauthorized access to the setup utility. 

Attention: If you forget the administrator password, a Lenovo authorized service personnel cannot reset 
your password. You must take your computer to a Lenovo authorized service personnel to have the system 
board replaced. Proof of purchase is required and a fee will be charged for parts and service.

1. Enter the setup utility.
2. Select Security ➙ Set Administrator Password and press Enter.

3. Enter a password string that contains only letters and numbers and then press Enter.
4. Enter the password again and press Enter.
5. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

Next time you turn on the computer, you should enter the administrator password to enter the setup utility. 

Change or remove the administrator password
Only the administrator can change or remove the administrator password.

1. Enter the setup utility.
2. Select Security ➙ Set Administrator Password and press Enter.
3. Enter the current password.
4. In the Enter New Password field, enter the new password.

5. In the Confirm New Password field, enter the new password again. 

Note: If you want to remove the password, leave both fields blank, and press Enter twice.
6. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

If you remove the administrator password, the user password is also removed.

Set a user password
You must set the administrator password before you can set the user password. The system administrator 
might need to set a user password so that other users can access the computer.

1. Enter the setup utility.

2. Select Security ➙ Set User Password and press Enter.
3. Enter a password string that contains only letters and numbers and then press Enter. 

Note: The user password should be different from the administrator password.
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4. Enter the password again and press Enter.
5. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

Change or remove the user password
1. Enter the setup utility.
2. Select Security ➙ Set User Password and press Enter.
3. Enter the current password.

4. In the Enter New Password field, enter the new password.
5. In the Confirm New Password field, enter the new password again. 

Note: If you want to remove the password, leave both fields blank, and press Enter twice.
6. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

Enable the power on password
If the administrator password has been set, you can enable the power on password to enforce stronger 
security.

1. Enter the setup utility.
2. Select Security ➙ Power on Password and press Enter. 

Note: The administrator password must be set in advance.

3. Change the setting to Enabled.
4. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

If the power on password is enabled, you must enter the administrator password or user password every 
time you enter the setup utility.

Set a hard disk password
You can set a hard disk password in the setup utility to prevent unauthorized access to your data.

Attention: Be extremely careful when setting a hard disk password. If you forget the master hard disk 
password, a Lenovo authorized service personnel cannot reset your password or recover data from the hard 
disk. You must take your computer to a Lenovo authorized service personnel to have the hard disk drive 
replaced. Proof of purchase is required and a fee will be charged for parts and service.

Notes: 

• If you start the setup utility using the user password, you cannot set the hard disk password.

• The master hard disk password and user hard disk password must be set at the same time.
1. Enter the setup utility.

2. Select Security ➙ Set Hard Disk Password and press Enter.
3. Follow the on-screen instructions to set both the master hard disk password and user hard disk 

password.

4. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

If the hard disk password is set, you must enter the password to enter the setup utility or the operating 
system.

Change or remove the hard disk password
1. Enter the setup utility.
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2. Select Security.

3. To change or remove the hard disk password, do one of the following: 

• To change or remove the master hard disk password, select Change Master Password and press 
Enter. 

Notes: 

– If you remove the master hard disk password, the user hard disk password is also removed.

– The user hard disk password cannot be removed separately.

• To change the user hard disk password, select Change User Password and press Enter.

4. Select Exit ➙ Exit Saving Changes.

Install a Windows operating system and drivers
This section provides instructions on installing a Windows operating system and device drivers.

Install a Windows operating system

Microsoft constantly makes updates to the Windows operating system. Before installing a particular 
Windows version, check the compatibility list for the Windows version. For details, go to https:// 
support.lenovo.com/us/en/solutions/windows-support.

Attention: 

• It is recommended that you update your operating system through official channels. Any unofficial update 
might cause security risks.

• The process of installing a new operating system deletes all the data on your internal storage drive, 
including the data stored in a hidden folder.

1. If you are using the Windows BitLocker® Drive Encryption feature and your computer has a Trusted 
Platform Module, ensure that you have disabled the feature.

2. Ensure that the security chip is set to Enabled. 

a. Restart the computer. When the logo screen is displayed, press F2 to enter the setup utility.

b. Select Security and ensure security chip is set to Enabled.

c. Press F10 to save the settings and exit.

3. Connect the drive that contains the operating system installation program to the computer.

4. Restart the computer. When the logo screen is displayed, press F2 to enter the setup utility.

5. Select Boot ➙ Edit Boot Order to display the Boot Priority Order submenu.

6. Select the drive that contains the operating system installation program, for example, USB HDD. Press 
F6 to move the drive to the first order. Then, press F10 to save the setting and exit. 

Attention: After you change the startup sequence, ensure that you select the correct device during a 
copy, a save, or a format operation. If you select the wrong device, the data on that device might be 
erased or overwritten.

7. The system restarts. Follow the on-screen instructions to install the device drivers and necessary 
programs.

8. After installing the device drivers, apply Windows Update to get the latest updates, for example the 
security patches.
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Install device drivers

You should download the latest driver for a component when you notice poor performance from that 
component or when you added a component. This action might eliminate the driver as the potential cause of 
a problem. Download and install the latest driver by one of the following methods: 

• Open the Vantage app to check the available update packages. Select the update packages you want, 
and then follow the on-screen instructions to download and install the packages.

• Go to https://pcsupport.lenovo.com and select the entry for your computer. Then, follow the on-screen 
instructions to download and install necessary drivers and software.

Use firewalls and antivirus programs
Your computer might be preinstalled with a firewall program. The firewall protects against computer Internet 
security threats, unauthorized access, intrusions, and Internet attacks. It also protects your privacy.

A full version of the antivirus program is provided with a free 30-day subscription. After 30 days, you must 
renew the license to continue receiving the antivirus program updates.

For more information, see the help system of the program.
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Chapter 5. CRU replacement

Customer Replaceable Units (CRUs) are parts that can be replaced by the customer. The computers contain 
the following types of CRUs: 

• Self-service CRUs: Refer to parts that can be replaced easily by customer themselves or by trained 
service technicians at an additional cost.

• Optional-service CRUs: Refer to parts that can be replaced by customers with a greater skill level. 
Trained service technicians can also provide service to replace the parts under the type of warranty 
designated for the customer’s machine.
