Step 1
Traditional Setup

1. Measure where you're planning fo install your lights.

2. With your Light Strip unplugged, safely cut where the frim
points are indicated.

NOTE: Cutting anywhere else will permanently damage
the rope.

A Make sure the rope light is not plugged in at the
wall when cutting.
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Design Setup

1. Plan out your design by layout out the rope on the floor.

2. Once you are happy with the design, place clips every 1-ft,
adding extra clips at bends for reinforcement. (See bending
guidance).

Pro tip: take a picture of your design on the floor to reference
as you install.

Step 2
Prep & Install Light
Wall Installation

1. Install the mounting clips on the wall based on your design
needs. For complex designs, you may want to mark the spots
on the wall where the clips will go before installing. The open

end of the clip should follow the direction the rope light will go.

Pre-drill a 1/8” hole through the clip, then drill the screw

2. Mount the rope light into the clips by snapping the rope light
into each clip. To reposition the rope light, unsnap the rope
light and reinstall the mounting clip in the desired location.

Ground Installation

1. Lay out your design in desired spot on lawn/ground.

2. Use stakes to secure the light strip fo the ground in your
desired design.

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Final Step

Trim to Size

(If desired)

1. After the strip is installed, determine if excess rope needs to
be trimmed.

2. With your Rope Light unplugged, safely cut where the trim
points are indicated in black. The rope can be trimmed
every 2.8."

NOTE: Cutting anywhere else will permanently damage
the rope.

A Make sure the rope light is not plugged in at the
wall when cutting.

3. Add glue and insert the end cap on the end of the rope light.
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Manually Enable Light Shows

1. Unplug, then plug your light strip back in to detfect its new
length. This is important to enable dynamic light shows.

2. Cycle through light shows by pressing the color button.
