To select a CHANNEL use a single button press; this will initially show the channel
that is selected by flashing the LED, then subsequent single button presses will
scroll through the channel LEDs left to right from O-4 (All-4) scrolling continuously
0-1-2-3-4-0-1-2-3-4, stop pressing the button once the desired channel is
selected.
