1.CH-3/CH-4 output Switch is located on the back of the converter

(see page 2); if your cable company broadcasts on channel 3(represents
80% of the country), then leave the switch on 3. If your cable company

-broadcasts on channel 4, then set the switch to channel 4. ( If your cable
company broadcasts on a channel other than 3 or 4, use whichever setting
brings in the sharpest plcture )Your TV/VCR must be set to the same
channel as this switch setting.

STD /HRC/ IRC CHANNEL SYSTEM SELCTION:
The STD /HRC/ IRC channel system have been preset at STD in the
Factory which covers most cable system in the U.S.A. If the settings
 are incorrect for your cable system, see Page 5 STD /HRC/ IRC
' CHANNEL SYSTEM SELCTION.

Trouble Symptoms: .
If your CONVERTER or television is on the wrong STD /HRC/ IRC
setting, you will have one or more of the following symptoms:*
1. Basic stations are grainy, Snowy, the picture quality is very poor.
2. You-have to fine tune every time when you switch channels.
3. All channels come in except channel 5 and 6.
4, Only channel 5 and 6 come in. '
5 Numerous channels are only received in black and white.

CONVERTER CONTROLS , SWITCHES & DISPLAY
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'REMOTE CONTROL BUTTONS & OPERATION

PWR/ON (Power-on/ off):

. This feature is common to both
MuTE the converter and the remote
control. Many late model
television will not turn on unless
the “power on ” button on the
television’s remote control is
used. They may also lose
merﬁory due to the power loss
effect of a switched outlet. If your’
television loses memory because
MEM EM P of this power loss, plug your
television into a wall outlet
instead of the CONVERTER.

STD/HRC/IRC CHANNEL SYSTEM SELCTION.
This feature is to select channel system.,
Most cable systems operate on carrier setting ‘STD,.
but there are areas that operate on the HRC/IRC
system. This information can normally be obtamed
from your cable company If you do not know
which channel system you are on, push the “SYS”
button, the channel display will show which
channel system your converter is present in.
If you want to select the other-system, simply push
-the “SEL” button, the channel display will show
“SEL", it means your converter is in the state of
channel system selecting. Then push the “SYS”
button, the channel display will change to “Std” ,
“Hrc”, “Irc” in turn. Stop push the buttori’whén- you
see the channel system you want to select .After 3 =
seconds, your converter is in your wanted channel

SLEEP TIMER:

The Sleep Timer automatically turns off the CONVETER
and TV at a predetermined length of time.,
Maximurmn sleep time is 150 minutes. {f you press
the sleep button within 2 sceonds of the previous
press, the time will decrease by 30 minutes. Time
remaining on the sleep timer, which counts down
in one minute increment, may be viewed by
pressing the SLEEP button once. The channel
display will revert back 1o the channel number
after 2 seconds.

MEMORY(MEM,aka: Favorite Channel Memory):
The CONVERTER incorporates a non-volatile
memory for saving your favorite channels.

If power is ever lost , your favorite channel will be
saved for when power is regained.

CENTER FINE TUNE BUTTON:
The Center Fine Tunming circuitry s setup 1o bring
the picture to the center ol the cable channel
tuning band. This lfeature is automatic when

changing channels or can be uctivated manually by

pressing the center fine tune button on the

remote control.
Center Fine Tuning a channel
® Point the remote control toward the CONVERTER
and press the Cenler Fine Tune button (CFT),
Note: In some cases the Cenler Fine Tune button may nol
bring the piclure in correctly. This is usually caused by
the misalignment of your cable company’s signals. [f this

is the case, additional tuning is required, read F+, F-.

VOLUME UP/DOWN (VA /VY):
The CONVERTER has built 1n volume control which

works m conjunction with your welevision’s volume

control. To initially s¢t volume level, set the volume on

the TV to mid-range, then usc the V- A& bution to turn

up the CONVERTER volume level as loud as 10 will

£0. Then use your CONVERTER VY button to

decrease the volume o a comfortable listening level.

NOTE: It you don’t have audio, or the audio Ievel is very
low., check your TV?s audio level. Tt must be urned up
approximately hall way. Also check the mute feature
on the CONVERTER or TV in case it was
accidentally activated.
