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How to switch the keyboard layout

You can also set up an a Microsoft Exchange ActiveSync account, so 
you can read and work with the same email as you do on a computer 
using Microsoft Outlook.

Wi-Fi
Wi-Fi (WLAN) gives you wireless access to broadband Internet access. 
To use Wi-Fi on your mobile phone, you need access a wireless access 
point which we call a “hotspot”. The range of a Wi-Fi signal is affected 
by the obstacles that may be in its way.

How to turn on Wi-Fi
1. Touch  > Settings.

2. Touch Wireless & networks, and then select the Wi-Fi check box to 
turn on Wi-Fi.

Tip:  If you have added the Power Control widget on the Canvas, you 
can to turn Wi-Fi on or off quickly through the widget.

How to connect to a wireless network 
1. After turning on Wi-Fi, touch  > Settings.

2. Touch Wireless & networks > Wi-Fi settings. You will see a list of 
detected Wi-Fi networks in the Wi-Fi networks section.

3. Touch a Wi-Fi network to connect to it.
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 If you select an open network, you will be automatically 
connected to the network.

 If you select a network that is secured with Wired Equivalent 
Privacy (WEP) and connect to it for the first time, enter the 
password, and then touch Connect. If you connect to a secured 
wireless network that you have already used, you will not be 
prompted to enter the password again unless you reset your 
mobile phone to its default settings.

Tip:  On the Wi-Fi settings screen, touch Add Wi-Fi network to add a 
new Wi-Fi network.

How to check the wireless network status 
You can check the current wireless connection status from the 
following:

 Notifications bar: When your mobile phone is connected to a 
wireless network, the Wi-Fi icon appears in the notifications bar 
and tells you the approximate signal strength (number of bands 
that light up).

 Wi-Fi networks: Touch  > Settings > Wireless & networks > 
Wi-Fi settings. Then touch the wireless network that the mobile 
phone is currently connected to. A message box will be displayed 
showing the Wi-Fi network name, status, speed, signal strength, 
and more.

How to connect to another Wi-Fi network 
1. After turning on Wi-Fi, touch  > Settings.

2. Touch Wireless & networks > Wi-Fi settings. You will see a list of 
detected Wi-Fi networks in the Wi-Fi networks section.

3. Touch another Wi-Fi network to connect to it.

Tip:  If the wireless network you want to connect to is not in the list of 
detected networks, scroll down the screen, and then touch Add Wi-Fi 
network. Enter the wireless network settings, and then touch Save.
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Sharing Your Phone’s Data 
Connection
You can share your mobile phone's data connection with a single 
computer via a USB cable: USB tethering. You can share your mobile 
phone's data connection with devices at the same time, by turning 
your phone into a portable Wi-Fi hotspot.

Sharing Your Phone’s Data Connection via USB
To use USB tethering in different operating systems, you may need to 
prepare your computer to establish a network connection via USB.

Note:  You can not share your mobile phone’s data connection and SD 
card via USB at the same time.

3. Select the USB tethering check box to share your data connection.

Your mobile phone comes with a browser. You can access and browse 
the Internet through Browser.

How to open the browser 
Touch  > Browser to open the home page.
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Tip:  When the known or open Wi-Fi networks and the mobile networks 
are present at the same time, your phone will preferably select a Wi-Fi 
network for internet access.

You can touch  to open the browser options menu and perform 
one of the following operations:
 New window: Touch to open a new window.
 Bookmarks: Touch to open the favorite folder.
 Windows: Touch to go to the web preview screen. You can switch 

to another web page or open a new web page on the screen.
 Refresh: Touch to refresh the current page.
 Forward: Touch to browse the next web page or send someone 

the link to the current website.

1 Touch to enter the desired website.

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How to download files 
You can download files, web pages, and even applications from web 
pages.

To allow install applications from the Web or the Email

1. Touch  > Settings > Applications.

To download a file 

On the browser screen, touch and hold an image or a link to a file or to 
another web page. In the menu that opens, touch Save link.

To view your downloads 

On the browser screen, touch  and then touch More > Downloads. 
The download history screen will show a list of your  downloads – you 
would not see any if you have not downloaded anything!

How to work with multiple browser windows 

To open a new browser window 

Open multiple browser windows to make it easier for you to switch 
from one web site to another. You can open up to four browser 
windows.

1. On a browser window, touch  and then touch Windows.

2. Touch New window.

3. A new browser window opens and goes to the home page that is 
set.

Tip:  On the Windows screen, touch the X button to close the window.

To switch between browser windows 

1. In a browser window, touch  and then touch Windows.

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How to manage bookmarks 
You can store as many bookmarks as you want on your mobile phone.

To add a bookmark 

1. On a browser screen, go to the web page you want to bookmark.

2. Touch , and then touch Bookmarks > Add. The add bookmark 
screen opens.

3. Edit the bookmark name as needed and then touch OK.

To open a bookmark

1. On a browser screen, touch , and then touch Bookmarks.

Tip:  On the Bookmarks screen, touch the History tab to view the pages 
you have visited.

To edit a bookmark

Customize the browser to suit your browsing style. Use Browser to set 
page content, privacy, and security preferences. In the browser 
screen, touch , and then touch More > Settings.

Bluetooth 
Your mobile phone does not have a set of pearly whites – it is just got 
Bluetooth! Switch it on and you will create a wireless connection with 
other Bluetooth devices, so you can share files with your friends, talk 
hands-free with a Bluetooth headset or even transfer your bank of 
phone photos onto your PC.
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If you are using Bluetooth, remember to stay within 10 metres of other 
Bluetooth devices. What is more, be aware that obstacles may 
interfere with the connection, including walls or other electronic 
equipment.

How to turn on Bluetooth 
1. Touch  > Settings.

2. Touch Wireless & networks, and then select the Bluetooth check 
box to turn on Bluetooth. When Bluetooth is turned on, the 
Bluetooth icon appears in the notification bar.

3. Touch Bluetooth settings, and then select the Discoverable to 
make your mobile phone visible to other Bluetooth devices.

How to pair and connect a Bluetooth device 
Your mobile Bluetooth lets you do all this:
 Hands Free Profile (HFP): allows you to use a hands-free Bluetooth 

device.
 Headset Profile (HSP): allows you to use a mono Bluetooth 

headset.
 Object Push Profile (OPP): allows you to transfer files through 

Bluetooth.
 Advanced Audio Distribution Profile (A2DP): allows you to use a 

stereo Bluetooth headset.
 A/V Remote Control Profile (AVRCP): allows you to control what 

plays through the Bluetooth headset remotely. 

Before you use the Bluetooth, you need to pair your mobile phone with 
another Bluetooth device as follows:

1. Ensure that the Bluetooth function on your mobile phone is 
enabled.

2. On the Home screen, touch  > Settings > Wireless & networks 
> Bluetooth settings. Your mobile phone will then scan for 
Bluetooth devices in range.

3. Touch the device you want to pair with your mobile phone.

4. Enter the pairing password to complete the connection if 
necessary.
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How to send a file via Bluetooth 
With Bluetooth, you can share pictures, videos, or music files with your 
family and friends. To send a file via Bluetooth, do as follows:

1. Touch and hold the file to be sent in your mobile phone or SD card. 
The active options menu is displayed.

2. Touch Share, and then touch Bluetooth to select a paired device.

How to disconnect or unpair a Bluetooth device 
1. Touch  > Settings > Wireless & networks > Bluetooth settings.

2. Navigate to the Bluetooth devices section, and then touch and 
hold the connected device.

Tip:  You can also just touch a connected device to disconnect it.

3. Touch Unpair to disconnect the device.

VPNs 
From your phone, you can add, set up, and manage virtual private 
networks (VPNs) that allow you to connect and access resources 
inside a secured local network, such as your corporate network.

How to add a VPN 
1. Touch  > Settings > Wireless & networks > VPN settings.

2. Touch Add VPN, and then select a VPN type.

3. Set the parameter of the VPN.

4. Touch , and then touch Save. The VPN will be added in the 
VPNs list.

How to connect to a VPN 
1. Touch  > Settings > Wireless & networks > VPN settings.

2. In the VPNs section, touch the VPN you want to connect.

3. Enter the username and the password, and then touch Connect.
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Tip:  You can open the notifications panel, and then touch the ongoing 
notification to enter VPN settings to disconnect it.

Working with Secure Certificates 
If your organization’s VPN or Wi-Fi network relies on secure 
certificates, you must obtain the certificates and store them in your 
mobile phone’s secure credential storage before you can configure 
access to that VPN or Wi-Fi network on your phone.

Note:  If your network administrator instructs you to download the 
certificates from a website, you are prompted to set a password for the 
credential storage when you download the certificates.

How to install a secure certificate from the microSD card 
1. Copy the certificate from your computer to the root of the microSD 

card.

2. Touch  > Settings > Location & security.

3. Touch Install from USB storage.

4. Touch the file name of the certificate to install.

5. If prompted, enter the certificate’s password, and then touch OK.

6. Enter a name for the certificate, and then touch OK.

Modem Behaviour 
You can use the dialup software in your mobile phone to set the mobile 
phone as a modem.

1. Connect the mobile phone to the computer using your USB cable.

2. Click the Install DialUp button and follow the instructions to install 
it on your PC.

How to make your mobile phone work as a modem 
To make your mobile phone work as a modem, do as follows:

1. Make sure your mobile phone's data connection is turned on.
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2. Connect the mobile phone to the computer using your USB cable.

3. Run the DialUp.exe file on your PC. For more information, refer to 
the Help of the Hi Suite.
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Entertainment 

From your camera to music player, with tons more at your fingertips 
there is no need to twiddle your thumbs.

Using the Music Palyer
How to copy music to the microSD card 
1. Set the mobile phone’s microSD card as a USB drive.

2. On the PC, navigate to the USB drive and open it.

3. Create a folder on the root folder of the microSD card (for example, 
Music).

4. Copy the music into the folder you have created.

5. After copying music, unmount or eject the drive as required by 
your PC’s operating system to safely remove the mobile phone.

6. Disconnect the mobile phone from the PC.

How to open the music library 
Touch  > Music to display the media library.

The Music application organizes your music files by storage location. 
It contains seven items: Playlists, Artists, Favourites, Albums, Tracks, 
Recently played and Genres.

Tip:  When your phone plays music in the background, you can open 
the notifications panel and touch the music file to go to the music 
playing screen.
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How to use the music player 
You can use your music player in two modes: album view and disc 
view. You can flick left or right on the music screen to switch between 
two modes: album view mode and disc view mode. 

On the music playing screen, Touch  for all this:

 Touch Browse to view the media library.
 Touch Send to send the audio file via MMS, Bluetooth, or Email.
 Touch Mobile Jukebox to open our T-mobile music website.
 Touch Add to playlist to add the song to your playlist.
 Touch Toggle favorite to add the song to your favorites.
 Touch More, to view file information, delete a song, or use the song 

as a ringtone.

Tip:  On any music screen (except the music playing screen), rotate 
your phone anticlockwise to go to the album selection screen.
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Album view mode 

Tip:  If your music does not have an album cover, you can easily set this 
on your PC. To do this, you need an ID3 tag editor which allows you to 
combine an album cover picture in JPG or PNG format with your music 
file.
