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Before using BPA-9005,

1- You must charge the battery.

2- You must activate the Bluetooth feature on your phone.
3- You must pair the BT Headset with a phone

BPA-9005 has different functions depending on button press time.

Function Buttons for operation
Play, Pause, Answer, End Press the power button briefly
Rejecting a call Press the power button for 1 second
Switching a call (Audio Transfer) Press both of Vol Up(+) & Vol Down(-) button for 1 second
Power On Press the power button for 1 second
Power Off Press the power button for 2.5 seconds
Pairing Press the power button for 5 seconds
- Charging

Before using the headset (BPA-9005) for the first time, you must fully charge the headset only with micro 5-pin USB cable.
The RED indicator light will be displayed during charging. When the battery is fully charged, the BLUE indicator light will be
displayed. During charging the battery, the headset power off, automatically.

« Taking care of battery
If the battery has not been used for a prolonged period, it may shorten the battery life time, remarkably. Recharging the
battery once a month at least is recommended.

« Pairing (Connect the Headset)

1- Prepare Headset- Pairing Mode
Begin with headset powered off. Press and hold power button for 5 seconds and it will automatically go into pairing
mode with the purple (Red+Blue) indicator light.

2- Prepare Phone - Turn on your phone to connect with BPA-9005.
See the user guide for your phone. Activate the Bluetooth feature on your phone, and set it to search for Bluetooth
headset. For most phones, go to “Setting”, “Connectivity” or “Bluetooth” menu and select “Search” or “Add” a device.

3- Pairing — Add Headset to phone
Select “BPA-9005" from the Bluetooth device list on the phone. If necessary, press “Yes”, “Confirm” for pairing and enter
the password or PIN code “0000”. When paired successfully, Headset will flash Blue 2 times, every 12 seconds quickly
with indicating pairing success message in your phone.

» Major Functions

Music Play Press the power button briefly. (Some phone & devices will be required to start media player before using headset)
Music Pause Press the power button briefly. To resume music play, press the power button, briefly.
Answer a call while music play Press the power button briefly. If you receive a call while listening to music, the music is paused until you end the call.

Previous track while on music play | Press the “- button, for a second

Next track while on music play Press the “+” button, for a second

Adjusting the volume Briefly press “+” or “- button for incremental or decremental volume steps

Answer a call Toanswer a call, press the power button briefly.

Endacall Toend acall, press the power button briefly.

Makea call To mak§ call,use your mobile device in the normal way yvhen the headsetis cqnnected toit.
The callis automatically transferred to headset (depending on the phone’s setting)

Rejecting a call When receiving an incoming call, press the power button for a second to reject the call

Switching a call oraudio To switch an active call or Audio from your phone to headset or from headset to phone,

(Audio Transfer) Press the “+" button & ““ button together for a second while a call or listening to music.

* Sound will be out of your left & right side speaker when on a call (Voice call is Stereo on the left & right side.)
