e In locked mode, if you press any key, the
phone will generate a warning tone.




All descriptions in this manual assume that the telephone is in standby mode. Set the cordless handset
to standby mode by pressing the key and set the base phone to standby mode by pressing the Right

soft key repeatedly.

The current
settings are displayed.

If the caller can be identified, the caller's
phone number is displayed. If the caller
cannot be identified, only the New Call
information displays. If you have a voice
message, the "MSG WTG ON" and [ icon
will be shown on the LCD.

If
you have activated the Auto Answer
function, when the handset is on the
base, simply lift it up to answer.

2. To end the call, either press the key
or replace the handset on the base.

Result: After you hang up, the LCD displays
the call duration.

The selected volume will be displayed on the

To _mute your microphone, press the Mute soft
key during the conversation. The "Muted"
("Mute" on the base phone) appears on the LCD.

To unmute the microphone, press the Mute soft
key on the cordless handset (Unmute soft key on
the base phone). You will restore the normal
condition.

When you press the AMP key in receiver mode
during a conversation, the red Amplify indicator on
the handset lights on. If you press the AMP key
again, the indicator will go out.

Repeated incremental
exposure to amplification levels greater than 18
dB may be harmful to people without hearing loss.



B Amplification Function (continued)

Base Phone:

Your phone is equipped with a specialized
amplification function designed to fit your needs.
During a conversation you can adjust the controls
on the front panel of the phone (see diagram 3)
and use the Amplify key. Adjust the Vol. control
and Tone control to fit the levels to your hearing
requirements.

When you press the Amplify key, the handset
receiver volume adjustment is 15-30dB. The
Tone control allows you to either boost low or
high frequency range. If you press the Amplify
key again, the receiver volume adjustment is 0-
15dB.
