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BEFORE UsSING THE HEADPHONE SYSTEM

An initial 24-hour charge is required to ensure an acceptable senvice life for the
rechargeable batteries. Always ensure that the headphones are switched to the Off
position while the batteries are charging.

RECEIVER HEADPHOMNES

1.  Open the cover of the rechargeakble battery compariment located on the side
of the righi-hand receiver headphone.

2. Inzert two rechargeable LRO3/AA L size batteries taking care to enzure
correct polarity.

4. Cloze the battery compariment cover.

TRANSMITTER
1.  Connect the provided AC/DC power to an electrical outiet.

2. Connect the AC/DC powsr adapter cable to the DC [N input connector located
on the transmitter rear pansl.

4. Plugin the AUDIO IM cable located on the back of the tranamitter panel o a
headphones/earphonss output on your TV, stereo system, VCR, PC, or radio.
Depending on the size of the Audio Out por of your audic component, you
may need to use the included Jack Plug Adapter. If the stereo (or other audic
component) has a two-hole Audio Out {left and right) connection, use the RCA
zocket audio adapter provided. Connect it to the end of the AUDID IN cable
and then to the Audio Out connection on the component making sure to match
the RED to RED and the WHITE to WHITE.

4. A cable is provided from the tranzmitter rear panel that can be connected to
the audic cutput (l=ft and right) on a TV, stereo system, Y CR or radio, oric a
headphones/sarphones output using the connecior supplied.

The red operafing indicator will ight up as socon as you have connected the power
adapter to the cutlet and the audic cable to a signal source. If the operating
indicator light remains off, switch on the audic source and increaze its cutput
vlurme level until the red indicator light comes on.
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InsTALLATION (CONT...)

CHARGING THE BATTERIES
Place the On/Off switch on the receiver headphones in the Off position

2. Place the headphones on the transmitter, taking care 1o ensure that the charge
contacts touch the transmitter’'s charge prongs

The charge process starts automatically and the green indicator light comes
on. Be sure to charge new batteries for 24 hours before using them for the first
time

WARNING:

Never attempt to recharge conventional dry celis

Never use ancther type of battery or non-rechargeable batteries to replace the
rechargeable (LRC2/AAA) batteries supplied. When the headphone is not in use
move the switch to the OFF position to avoid damaging the batteries. The batteries
must always be fully charged before use

IMPORTANT

‘When replacing the batteries or disposing of the unit, always comply with applicable
laws relating to the disposal of batteries.

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1. Switch on the scund source (TY, PC, WCR, DVD player or audio companent)
that the transmitter is connected fo.

Place the headphones On'Of switch in the On position.

Before placing headphonss on head, make sure the volume iz not too loud and
then place the headphones on vour head and adjust the volume to obtain the
desirad sound level.

4. There are 3 available channels. Press the Auto Scan button on the
headphones to search for the best reception. The coresgonding indicator light
will iluminate.

MOTE:

ou should then ke akls to move freely from one room o another with no
interference. If interference does ccour (interruptions in the signal), press the Auto
Scan button once to find a better reception channel.

1. For better stereo reception, stay approximately 23 feet away from the
fransmitter when you press Auto Scan.

2. [fitis impessible o find a satisfactory frequency, change the channel setting
(CHAMNEL 3+2+1) on your tranzmitier, then press auto Scan to find the
cormesponding channs!.

To protect the tranzsmitter and save power, the fransmitter will autornatically switch
off after approximately four minutes if the signal from the audio source is foo weak.
If, howeever, the signal refurns fo an acceptable level, the transmitier automatically
switches back on.

FOR MAXIMUM PERFORMANCE

When available, a vanable output on the 2curce component will offer increassad
vizlume control and help reduce distorion. Examples of varable outpuis are
headphone jacks, computer speaker outputs and zome TV RCA output jacks.

1. When using a vanable cuiput jack, st the volume of the source component fo
mid-level and adjust headghone volume confrol until desired result is achieved.
If headset volume is not sufficient, adjust source volume. If distorfion in the
headsst occurs, reduce volume control on gource componesnt.

2. Fixed outputs allow for volume regulation through the headset only. Examples
of fixed outputs are RCA jacks (VCR, Tape, Video or CD outputs).
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TROUBLESHOOTING

NO SOUND

Enzure that the AC power adapter is pughad fully into the power cutlet and that
itz cable iz properly connected to the DC IM 12V connector on the transmitter.

Enzure that the headphones On/Off switch is in the On position.

The headphones battery charge level may be too low. Recharge the batieries
or replace them with fully charged battenes.

Ensure your TV set, sterso system, VCR, OVD player or audio component i
switched on and 2=t to a channe! that broadcasts an audio signal.

The connected audiofvideo equipment may not be in playback mode. Start
playback on the equipment.

Enzure the source iz broadcasting &t a sufficient volume by increasing the
volume ag needed on the source component. Use the headphones volume
control to increase the zound level.

Check the baftery comparimenis to ensure bhatteres are fully seated and that
polarty positions are comect.

DISTORTION

Enzure that the “Stereo” indicator is Iit. If not, press the autoscan button on the
headphones until it illuminates.

Jza the channel selector io change the transmitter’s frequency. Press the auto
fune bution on the headphones until the “Sterec” indicator comes on.

The headphones battery charge level may be too low. Recharge the batieries
or reglace them with fully charged battenes.

The headphones may be too far away from the transmitter. Move to a location
closer to the transmitter.

The audio signal input level may e too low. Increaze the volume from the
audic source.
