1:64 SCALE RADIO CONTROL

Press the release buttons on each side of the base and pull up on the clear cover to remove. (see Fig. 1)
Slide the car forward to remove from pedestal. (see Fig. 2)

Slide the antenna forward to remove from antenna holder. (see Fig. 3)

Press the charger release button to eject the charger from the base. (see Fig. 3)

Unscrew and remove the battery cover located on the charger. (see Fig. 4)

Insert two "AA" (1.5V) alkaline batteries into the battery compartment as indicated.

Replace the battery cover and tighten screw securely.
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NOTE: Do not attempt to charge the car on the pedestal (see Fig. 2 & 3 for pedestal location). Car can ONLY
be charged by the charger/battery pack (see instructions below).

1. Place car on charger by lining up the charging contacts on the bottom of the car with the charging nodes on

the charger. Push down and back on the car to lock in place and begin charging. (see Fig. 4, 5, & 6)

The charging indicator light on the side of the charger will light up for approximately 60 seconds, indicating

charging is in progress.

When charging is complete, pull up and forward on the car to release it from the charger. (see Fig. 7)

Replace the charger into the base/controller properly.
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1. Insert antenna into hole on the top of the charger and turn Figure 8
clockwise to screw into place. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN. f
(see Flg 8) | «——Antenna

2. Place car on smooth, flat surface and extend antenna fully.

3. For maximum performance, hold the controller upright so the
antenna points up (do not point the antenna at the car- this will
reduce the signal range).

4. Press the forward and reverse buttons to make the car move
forward or backward. Press the left turn and right turn buttons to
make the car turn left or right. NOTE: The car will only turn while
moving forward or backward. (see Fig. 8)

5. Adjust the steering lever located on the bottom of the car if the car
does not go straight when pushing the forward button. (see Fig. 5)

6. Simply re-charge the car as soon as you experience a reduction
in speed and/or control.




TROUBLESHOOTING

Make sure the racer is fully charged.

Make sure the charger is completely inserted into the controller.
Make sure the batteries are inserted properly into the charger.
Replace old batteries with new alkaline batteries.
