Connecting an Antenna

1 Use acoaxial cable to connect the rear panel of the TV's [AIR]
of [CABLE] terminals and the wall mount or external antenna.

2 When an Air signal is required, connect to the [AIR] terminal.
If & Cable signal is required, connect to the [GABLE] terminal.
If both Alr, Cable are available, then connact both [AIR] and
[CABLE] terminals.

3 Connect the TV power cord when connecting everything else.
A Avoid bending the copper tip at the center of the coaxial cable.
