Polarization Instruction

This lamp hzs a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other) as a feature to reduce the risk of
electric shock. This plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does not fit fully in
the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Never use with an
extension cord unless plug can be fully inserted. Do not alter the plug.
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Precautions

1. Do not use with power supply voltage other than 120VAC.

2. Do not use outdoors, or in locations with high humidity, such as bathrooms.

Adjustment Knobs

1. Remove the plastic packing materials from the light fixture.
2. Remove the foam shipping guard from behind the pre-installed lamp.

Note : The lamp socket pivots out. Be certain to push the lamp and socket back into the fixture.
(See Figure A below.)

3. To adjust the lamp height and angle, loosen the knobs on the fixture arms and move the arms
to the desired height and angle, then tighten the knobs to secure the new positions.

Operation
1. Plug the lamp into a 110-120V power outlet.
2. Turn the power control knob slightly clockwise to the maximum brightness setting.

3. To reduce the brightness, turn the power control knob clockwise.

Note : Dimm.ing feature works best after the lamp has warmed up for about one minute.

Lamp Replacement

1. The lamp and socket pivot out for easy replacement. Gently pull the lamp out and slide the
lamp out of the fixture socket. (See Figure B below.)
