Power Outlet Instructions

To reduce the risk of electric shock, this lamp has a grounding type plug that has a third
(grounding) pin. This plug will only fit into a grounding type power outlet. If the does not fit into
the outlet, contact a qualified electrician to install the proper outlet. Never use with an extension
cord unless plug can be fully inserted. Do not alter the plug in any way.

Precautions

1. Do not use with power supply valtage other than 120VAC.

Operation

1. Plug the lamp into a 110-120V power outlet.
2. Turn the power control knob slightly clockwise to the maximum brightness setting.
3. To reduce the brightness, turn the power control knob clockwise.

Note : Dimming feature works best after the lamp has warmed up for about one minute.

Pull the remaining
side out from the socket and clamp.
