After the
last spelling letter is deleted, the input display area may be closed, and the Chinese
characters at the left side of the prompt can be deleted one by one from right to left by
repeatedly pressing the right soft key at that time. Continuous pressing on the right soft

key may delete all of the contents. The associated character list can be closed by
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pressing the right soft key when the associated characters are displayed.

Stroke Input Method

1\

After entering a word input interface, you can switch the type of the input method by the side
key or “*” key to select the stroke input method EZ. The horizontal, vertical, left-falling, dot,
turning strokes respectively correspond to number keys of the [1 key]— [5 key]. Press the
number key corresponding to the stroke of the character to be inputted according to the order of
strokes. As shown in the figure, the inputted strokes and the candidate word corresponding to
these strokes appear in the display area.

If you are not aware of the type of a special stroke, press the [6 key] to replace this stroke. This
stroke is represented by a question mark (“?”’) in the input area, and you can go on to input the
other strokes.

Press the upper and lower navigation keys to see candidate characters in the last and next line,
and press the right navigation key to prominently display the needed Chinese characters, and
press the affirm key to make a “selection”. Then this Chinese character is displayed at the
flashing promply in the input field. During inputting, the right soft key can be pressed to clear
the inputted contents.

The stroke input method supports the associated Chinese character function. Press the right
navigation key to prominently display the needed associated character, and then press the affirm

key to input it.

Smart English input method

Press the left soft key, side key or “*” key to select Intellect English input metho, input

English letters, and then the inputted letter group appear in a candidate area (as shown in the

following figure). The needed letter combination may be selected by means of left and right

navigation keys. Press the affirm key to make a “selection” or press “0” key to select and input a

blank, then this word will be displayed in the prompt in the input field. Press the right soft key to
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sequentially delete the contents in the candidate area.
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English Small Letter Input Method

Press the side key or “*” key to switch the input type and select English small letter input

methodEEHl. As shown in the figure, continuously press the corresponding number keys on the

keypad until the needed letter appears on the screen.

@ Hint: Ifthe letter to be inputted and the last letter are located on the same key, please first press
the navigation key to affirm the input of the last letter, or wait for the prompt appears

again, and then input the new letters.
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English Capital Letter Input Method

Press the side key or “*” key to switch the input type and select English capital letter input

methodBE. As shown in the figure, continuously press the corresponding number keys on the

keypad until the needed letter appears on the screen.

$Hint: If the letter to be inputted and the last letter are located on the same key, please first press
the navigation key to affirm the input of the last letter, or wait for the prompt appears again,

and then input the new letters.
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Number Input Method
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This input method is mainly used to input the code. Press the side key or key to switch the input
type and select English capital letter input metho, and press the number keys to input numbers

at the prompt.
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Inputting a bland or changing a line

® A blank may be inputted by pressing “0” key if there is not a candidate word list when an input
method other than number and symbol is used.

® Continuously press “#” key when there is not a candidate word list, and then the prompt may
move to the home of the next line to input in the next line.

@ Hint: When there is not a candidate letter combination, press “#” key to display Chinese or
Latin symbol list. Press the navigation keys in four directions to move to the needed
symbol and press the affirm key to input it.

@ Hint: Continuously press the right soft key to clear all of the inputted contents during

inputting.

PIN code: PIN code (personal identifying code) can prevent the others from using your SIM card

PIN2 code:

without your permission. PIN code is usually provided with SIM card. If PIN code
function is switched on, the phone may demand to input PIN code each time to switch
on the phone. If you continuously input error PIN code for three times, SIM card may be
automatically locked, and the information is displayed to show that the SIM card is
locked and PUK code should be inputted to unlock it.

Some special functions using the SIM card need a PIN2 code. In general, the network
service provider does not provide this code, and you can contact your network service
provider for details. If you continuously input error PIN code for three times, a PUK2

code should be inputted to unlock it.

PUK code and PUK2 code

PUK code:

PUK code (personal unlocking code) is needed in order to change the locked PIN code.
PUK code is generally provided with SIM card. If PUK code is not provided with SIM
card, please inquire for it to the provider providing the SIM card. If you continuously
input error PUK code, SIM card may be eternally locked. The user can not change the

PUK code. You should contact the network service provider if it is lost.

PUK2 code: Generally, PUK2 code is not provided with SIM card. The PUK2 code is needed to

change the locked PIN2 code. If you continuously input error PUK2 code, the function
using PIN2 code may be eternally disabled.
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General Instructions of the function of the phone

Multimedia Messaging Service, MMS: This phone can send multimedia message composed of
words, pictures and voices, and can receive the message composed of words,
pictures and voices. You can store the pictures or voices in the phone so as to
personally set the phone.

Composed tone ring (MIDI): Composed tone is composed of tones simultaneously played, and thus
the voice from the speaker is like a real music. The composed tone may be used
as a ring or message hinting voice. You can receive the composed tone through a
multimedia message service.

General Packet Radio Service, GPRS: It uses a GPRS technology, and the user can send and receive
data through a network based on IP (Internet Protocol) with phone. So GPRS is a
data transmission mode, and it supports data business such as wirelessly
accessing internet. The application using GPRS technology comprises WAP
service, multimedia information service, email.

Basic function

. .
When the phone enters the service area, a bar graph appears on the display screen.

Except that the sending key should be pressed after the zone code and telephone number are inputted,
the operation for dial a call with this phone is that same as that with conventional keystroke
telephone. An international long-distance code should be inputted first in order to dial an

international trunkcall.

Dialing a call
1. Input the telephone number and check the telephone number displayed on the screen.
2. Press the sending key to dial out.

@ Hint: When calling out, the screen will display the calling number or a name stored in the
telephone directory (If the name and the corresponding number are stored in the
phone or the telephone directory of SIM card).

You can also use the following modes to dial a call:

® Single key speed dial

Speed dial of the SIM card telephone directory

Dial out after extracting a number from the received message

Dial a telephone number in the call recording

Enter the telephone directory to call out a number

Correct the dailed telephone number
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During input a telephone number, press the left and right navigation key to move the cursor, and then

press the right soft key to delete the number before the cursor.

Dialing an international call
Insert the international trunckcall prefix of “+” (“+”” may appear in the number field by pressing “0”
key for a few seconds) before the number, and then input the state zone code and the telephone

number, and then press the sending key to dial an international call.

Directly dialing an extension telephone or voice mail box

This phone permits you to directly dial an extension telephone or voice mail box. You can insert a

pause symbol “P” among the number series of the telephone number; where there is a pause; the

phone may delay the dial and wait for the response of the central exchange of the other party. Once

there is a response, the phone will go on to dial the number of the extension telephone. The steps of

inserting the pause symbols are as follows:

1. Firstly, please continuously press the switch on/off key to switch on the phone (Note: a SIM card
being capable of network registration is indispensable).

2. Input the number of the central exchange in a common dial mode, and then continuously press
“*7to input the pause symbol of “P”, and then input the number of the extension telephone.

3. Press the sending key to dial said number. After the central exchange is put through, the phone

will automatically dial the number of the extension telephone.

Dialing an emergency telephone
Your service provider sets one or more emergency telephones (such as 112) that can be called out in
any cases. If the phone is in the network service area, input the emergency telephone number and

press the sending key, then emergency telephone can be dialed even without a SIM card.

Speed dial via SIM card phone book

If you store some numbers in the SIM card, then these numbers (the amount of the numbers that can

be stored in the SIM card depends on the type of the SIM card) can be directly dialed out. It needs

not to input the number one by one to use this dial mode.

1. Input position number of the number stored in the SIM card with the key board in the standby
state.

2. Then press “#” key, now the screen display the name of the contact, if no name is available, the
number is displayed.

3. Press the sending key or left soft key to dial this number.

@ Hint: If you input an empty position number (that is, no number is stored in this position of SIM
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card), the phone will hint “invalid address”

Single key speed dial

If you store a number in the SIM card, then you can dial the numbers stored in the SIM the position

of which are 2-9 by continuously pressing number keys 2-9 in a standby state.

cYou can call out the voice number by continuously pressing number 1 key.

@ Hint: If the positions 2-9 in SIM card do not set corresponding number of the single key dial, the
phone hints “invalid address” when you continuouly press this number key in a standby
state.

Receiving a call

When a call is incoming,

® Incoming telephone ring (presetted).

® When a call is incoming, press the left soft key or sending key to response the call.

® When “Answer option” is set as “Flip open”, then open the cover to response the call.

® When “Answer option” is set as “any key” and the phone is in an opening state, press any key

(except the right soft key and switch on/off key) to response the call.
®  The telephones lifted are stored in the list of “Answered call” of the “call history”.
@ Hint: If you insert an earphone with an answer button in advance, you can response the call by

pressing the answer button on the earphone

Using a common earphone

1. Connecting the earphone----insert the plug of the connection wire of the earphone into the jack
at the right side of the phone. The earphone is provided with a microphone for talk.

2. Listening a call with the earphone---user can listen and ring off by pressing the remote control
key on the earphone. Continuous pressing on the remote control key means refusing the
incoming telephone; transient pressing on the remote control key means lifting the incoming
telephone. You can ring off by transiently pressing the remote control key during the call.

& Hint: You may be insensitive to the voice in the surrounding environment if you are using an

earphone, so do not use an earphone in a case where your safety may be threatened.

Functions during a call

& Note: whether it can be used depends on whether the network service provider provides this
function and whether you have made an application for this function.

During a call, you can execute many other operations. During a call, press the left soft key to enter

the conversation menu that includes Address, message, hold, and Mute on.

During a call:
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Mute

During a call, press the left soft key and select “Mute on” in the menu to temporarily switch off the
microphone. To resume the talk, you can press the left soft key for the second time and select “Mute
off” in the menu so as to resume the talk.

Hold

A call can be held by pressing the left soft key and selecting “hold” in the menu during a talk. At that
time, you can dial another number and select “switch” in the menu pressing the left soft key after it
is put through, and then the current talk is held and the held talk is switched to the current talk. By
using this method, you can talk to either of the two talking parties in turn. But at one moment, only

the calling party can hear your voice, and the held party cannot hear it.

At that time, press the right soft key to execute the following operations:

End on call—hangs up the current talk, and the held talk is still in a holding state.
End hold call—hang up the holding talk and go on to talk to the current talking party.
End all—hang up all of the calls.

Message
The operations related to the short message can be executed by pressing the left soft key and
selecting “message” in the menu during a talk. You can edit the contacts and select a contact in the

telephone directory.

Make Multi-side call

& Note: whether it can be used depends on whether the network service provider provides this
function and whether you have made an application for this function. This function
connect the current talk and the holing talk, thus you can organize a multi-side call.
During the talk, all of the members can hear the voice of each member. You also can add

or separate the multi-side call member according the demand.

Convening a telephone conference

To convene a telephone conference, operate according to the following steps:

1. First, dial a call to one of the receivers.

2. Then, hold this call, and call another number (see the related contents of “hold” in “functions
during a call™).

3. After putting through the call, press the left soft key and select “add” in the menu, so you, the
current call, and the holding call can form a multi-side call.

4. Repeat steps 2 and 3 so as to add the new member in the multi-side call. During a multi-side call,
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the incoming telephone can be replied (the function of “call waiting” set as “On”, the special
operation method referring to “network service” in “Setting”). When a new call is put through,
the original multi-side call will be held. You can add the incoming telephone in the multi-side
call use the same method.

5. The multi-side call is composed of 5 calls or less.

Separating the members in the multi-side call

1. Press the left soft key and select “split” in the menu during the multi-side call.

2. Use the upper and lower navigation keys to select the members (name or telephone number) to
be separated from the multi-side call.

3. Press the affirm key to separate the selected member, and go back to the talk state.

4. After a separation, you can only talk to one separated party (the multi-side call to the other
parties will be held), or you can hang up this call and form a multi-side call once again with the
temporarily held parties (of course, after individual talk is finished, you can, not hanging up the
individual talk, form a new multi-side call by pressing the left soft key to select “join” in the

menu)

Chapter 4 Setting

Reset settings of the phone allow you to access a variety of functions right away with the SIM card
inserted. With regard to more available communication demands and application modes, this phone
allows you to enable and change these settings at your discretion to meet all kinds of communication

demands.

Menu under Setting include: Phone Mode, Display, Call Setting, Time & Date, Security, Network
Services, Language, Firewall and Factory. Each settings includes several items with options or value

input display, whose data performs automatic control of the phone.

In the standby mode, press the soft key on the left to enter the main menu, select the “Setting” icon
and press the OK key or the left soft key; then the menu of “Setting” will appears as shown below.
Press the four-direction navigation key or the side key to let the scroll screen show settings that you

want to view or revise. Press the right soft key to return to the main menu.
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Phone Mode

This function provides you with user-defined functions including Call alert, Ring Tone, Ring Volume,
Message alert, Message Tone and Keypad volume to help you get accustomed to all circumstances

and environments.

These options are used for setting the prompt mode, prompt ring & volume and other functions in

the case of incoming call or message.

Standard

This option provides you with standard ring settings of incoming call & message in normal

environment.

Actvate——You could set each item in “Personality”, then select “Activate” to activate the standard
mode.

Personality——Select this option can defined functions including Call alert, Ring Tone, Ring
Volume, Message alert, Message Tone and Keypad volume.

Auto answer—— You could set the “Auto answer” function in the Phone mode. After enabling this

option, you don’t need to do any operation when a calling is coming in since the phone
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will reply the incoming call automatically in 5 ~ 10 seconds.
& Note: “Auto answer” function is accessible only when the common earphone is inserted to the
phone.
Slide tone—— You could set slide tone status in the option.If the status was set as “On”,then when

you open or close the slide, you will hear the slide tone.

‘Meeting
This option is used for setting the phone to vibration without prompt tone in the case of either
incoming call or message. You could set each item in “Personality”, then select “Activate” to

activate the Meeting mode.

*‘Outdoor
This option provides you with ring settings of incoming call & message in noisy environment. You

could set each item in “Personality”, then select “Activate” to activate the Outdoor mode.

‘User Mode
You could enter the user mode to set the Call alert, Ring Tone, Ring Volume, Message alert, Message

Tone and Keypad volume by yourself. Then, select “Activate” to activate the user-defined mode.

Call alert
This option is used for setting the prompt mode of incoming call.
1. Enter the “Personality” setting menu.

Click the “Call alert” with touch pen . The following options will appear for your selection:

Ring only: The phone is ringing to indicate an incoming call.

Vibrator only: The phone is vibrating to indicate an incoming call.

Ring and Vibrator: The phone is ringing and vibrating at the same time to indicate an

incoming call.

Ring after Vibrator: The phone is first vibrating, then ringing to indicate an incoming call.

——Oft: The phone gives no ringing voice or vibration when a call is coming in.

2. Click the call alert options to confirm setting.

Ring Tone

This option is used for setting the ring tone of an incoming call.

Press the up & down navigation key or the side key to move the focus point to select different ring

tone with the corresponding tone ringing:
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1. Enter the “Personality” setting menu.

2. Click “Ring Tone” with the touch pen.

3. Press the up & down navigation key to move the cursor to select the desired ring tone of incoming
call, and press the OK key to confirm setting. (Or, press the soft key on the left and select “Set as

Ring Tone” in the menu.)

Ring Volume

This option is used for adjusting the ring volume of the phone.

1. Enter the “Personality” setting menu.

2. Click “Ring Volume” with the touch pen.

3. Adjust the ring volume by clicking+and™" or pressing the up & down navigation key.

4.Click “ok”or pressing the OK key to confirm setting.

Message alert
This option is used for setting the prompt mode of message.
1. Enter the “Personality” setting menu.

2. Click “Message alert” with touch pen.

Ring only: The phone rings one time to indicate an incoming message.

Vibrator only: The phone vibrates one time to indicate an incoming message.

Ring and vibrator: The phone rings and vibrates one time to indicate an incoming

message.

——Oft: The phone gives no ringing sound or vibration when a message is coming in.

3. Click the message alert options to confirm setting.

Message Tone

This option is used for setting different message tones of incoming message.

Press the up & down navigation key or the side key to move the focus point to select different

message tone with the corresponding tone ringing:

1. Enter the “Personality” setting menu.

2. Click “Message Tone” with the touch pen.

3. Press the up & down navigation key to move the cursor to select the desired tone of incoming
message, and press the OK key to confirm setting. (Or, press the soft key on the left and select

“Set as Message Tone” in the menu.)

Keypad Volume

This option is used for adjusting the ring volume of the phone.
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1. Enter the “Personality” setting menu.
2. Click “Keypad Volume” with the touch pen.
3. Adjust the ring volume by clicking+and™" or pressing the up & down navigation key.

4.Click “ok”or pressing the OK key to confirm setting.

Display

You could set the wallpaper color theme, backlight time and Idle banner at Display function.
Wallpaper

You could choose one you prefer as desktop background pattern from optional background images,
shot images and downloaded images, and you could also browse the image effect. Press the
four-direction navigation key or the side key to browse background images before pressing the OK
key to replace the background image; then, press the soft key on the right to return to the menu of

inner LCD setting.

Color theme

You could change the color of the title bar. This phone provides three color changing versions for
you to choose your favorite color tone and style. In the mean time, you could self define the three
color versions by pressing the soft key on the left to select “Edit” before matching colors to your

taste.

Backlight
This option is used for selecting the time length of the backlight on. Select from time lengths of 5 /
10/20/40 /60 seconds or “Off”, then press the OK key to confirm setting. Press the soft key on the

right to return to the menu of inner LCD setting.

Idle banner
You could individuate your desktop from other’s by setting background characters that would
display on the desktop after the phone is turned on. This phone bears a greeting message with input

of 10 Chinese characters or 20 English characters.

Call Settings

-Answer option

Answer key —— When selecting Reply Key Answer, you could answer an incoming call by
pressing the soft key on the left or the Send key.

Any Key When selecting Any Key Answer, you could answer an incoming call by unfolding

the top cover and pressing any key except for the On/Off key and the right soft key.
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Slide open When selecting Slide open, you could answer an incoming call by just opening the

silde.

‘Auto Redial

After Auto Redial in on, you don’t have to press the Send key again for redial in the case of busy
network and no reply from the called party since the phone automatically redials the number. Auto
Redial makes the phone to repeat automatic redialing 10 times at most since the failure of first

calling.

‘Alert tone

Connection This option means that your phone gives a prompt tone just when the called party

answers your calling.

Minutes alert This option helps you to control the speaking time with effect. When this option is
selected, the phone gives a prompt tone 8-9 seconds before the end of every

speaking minute to make you aware of the speaking time.

Time & Date

In the “Setting” menu, select “Time & Date” as shown in the figure and set the time and date
respectively. In the time format, set the time to 12-hour or 24-hour system. Enter the time and date
setting interface and use the keypad to put in time and date before pressing the OK key to confirm

setting.
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Calibrate

You should calibrate screen when you feel that touch pen can not point accurate location.

1. Click Calibarte at setting menu

2. Follow the instruction and click the center of cross. After you click three crosses correctly.
“Calibrate succeed” will show at screen.

Auto Lock

If you choose to open auto lock, then the keypad will be locked automatically when the phone on the

state of standby or slide closed. Click “switch”, you can open or close auto lock function. Click

“Timeout”, you can set how long will keypad be automatically locked after closing slide.

@ Hint: At the state of standby, when slide is closing, you can lock keypad by pressing “*”key for

a while.

& Hint: When keypad is locking, yoou can unlock keypad by pressing left soft key and “*” key.

Security
Each function of Security Settings, through setting and revision of each password and option,
prevents others from using your phone and browsing the phone content without authorization from

you.

‘Phone Lock

(1) Lock now

Use this option to lock the phone immediately. Lock function makes it impossible to use each
function of the phone until accurate phone password is entered. The display, with this option, shows
the input surface of the phone password. Enter the unlock password by pressing the digit keypad,
then press the OK key to confirm setting. If wrong password is entered, the display will show
corresponding information. Reset password of the phone is 0000.

© Hint: When a call is coming in but the phone is in “Present Lock”, you should enter the phone

password; then, automatic answer dispenses with the need for pressing the Send key.
(2) Power on lock
Use this option to let the phone automatically lock itself every time it starts. This option has two

settings: Enable or Disable.

-SIM PIN
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PIN code is the password of the SIM card. Set the PIN code to prevent others from using your SIM
card without permission. This option is used for checking the PIN code and changing the PIN code

and PIN2 code.

—— PIN check
Show the “On” or “Off” option for start this function. To change the “on” or “off” option, enter the

PIN code and press the OK key to confirm setting.

—— Change PIN

The PIN code could be set with a group of 4 ~ 8 digits. If wrong PIN code is entered for three
consecutive times, the SIM card will lockup automatically by showing the lockup information. The
PUK code (Personal Unlock Key) is necessary to unlock the locked PIN code. The PUK code is
provided along with the SIM card. If the PUK code is not available, ask the network dealer for this
code. If wrong PUK code is entered for ten consecutive times, the SIM card will be locked

permanently.

—— Change PIN2

The PIN2 code is set with a group of 4~8 digits. The PUK2 code is usually provided separately
without the SIM card, and the PUK2 code is necessary to unlock the locked PIN2 code. If wrong
PUK2 code is entered for ten consecutive times, options that need the PIN2 code will be inaccessible

permanently.

-Change Password

This option is used to change the phone password:

1. Select “Change Password” in “Security Settings” and press the OK key to confirm setting.

2. Enter the phone password and press the OK key to confirm setting. If wrong phone password is
entered, the phone will be showing the “Wrong phone password, please reenter” message until the
accurate phone password is put in. (The reset password of the phone is 0000.)

3. Enter new phone password and press the OK key to confirm setting. (The phone password
contains 4-8 digits).

4. Reenter new phone password and press the OK key to confirm setting. At the conclusion of

successful password change, the phone will show “Phone password has changed successfully”.

-Call Divert

“Call Divert” is a network function. If you are not able to be put through or are unwilling to answer
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an incoming call, you could divert the incoming call to another number. This option is used in the
following conditions:

* Divert Always

*  On Busy

* No Reply

» Unreachable

e Cancel All

To set “Call Divert™:

1. Enter “Network Services” in “Settings” and select “Call Divert”.

2. In “Call Divert”, set the desired incoming call diverting mode according to different diverting
conditions and press the OK key to confirm setting.

3. Select the type of diverting from Voice Calls, Data Calls or Fax Calls, then press the OK key to
select “On” or “Off”.

4. If “On” is selected, the following figure will appear:
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5. Select “Edit” to enter the input display and use the keypad to put in the designated number for
diversion. Press the OK key to confirm setting.
6. Select “Phone Book” to enter the contact list and press the OK key to select the designated

number for diversion.
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7. Select “Voice Mail” to divert an incoming call to the voice mail number.
... Divert Always

This option is used for diverting all the incoming calls to a designated phone number

unconditionally.

This option has two settings: “On” or “Off”. You could use the navigation key or the side key to
select “On” or “Off” and then press the OK key to confirm setting. When this function is on, you
could divert all the incoming calls to a designated phone number.

... On Busy

This option is used for diverting an incoming call to a designated phone number when the line is

busy.

This option has two settings: “On” or “Off”. You could use the navigation key or the side key to

select “On” or “Off” and then press the OK key to confirm setting. You could divert an incoming

call to a designated phone number with this function on when the line is busy.

@ Hint: To effect the “On Busy” function, you should set “Call Waiting” to the deactivated
condition. (For detailed operating method, please refer to the “Call Waiting” section
in “Network Services”).

... No Reply

This option is used for diverting an incoming call to a designated phone number when there’s no

reply on the phone.

This option has two settings: “On” or “Off”. You could use the navigation key or the side key to
select “On” or “Off” and then press the OK key to confirm setting. You could divert an incoming
call to a designated phone number with this function on when there’s no reply on the phone.

... Unreachable

This option is used for diverting an incoming call to a designated phone number when your
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phone is turned off or out of reach of the service area.

This option has two settings: “On” or “Off”. You could use the navigation key or the side key to
select “On” or “Off” and then press the OK key to confirm setting. You could divert an incoming
call to a designated phone number with this function on when your phone is turned off or out of

reach of the service area.
... Cancel All

This option is used for canceling all the set call diverting functions.

-Call Barring
“Call Barring” is a network function that makes the phone to bar incoming and outgoing calls
selectively according to different conditions. To use this function, you should provide the barring
password obtained from the service supplier.
1. Select “Network Services” in “Phone Settings”, then select the “Call Barring” option.
2. Enter the call barring menu to set a call barring function according to different conditions.
3. Select the type of barring from Voice Calls, Data Calls or Fax Calls, then press the OK key to
enter the setting display to set barring function.
4. You should use the keypad to enter the barring password when “On” or “Off” is selected.
— All Outgoing: This option makes you unable to make any call using this phone.
— International call: This option prevents you from making an international call using this
phone.
— International Except to Home: This option prevents you from making an international
call except to home country and to the country you’re roaming about.
— All Incoming: This option makes you unable to answer any incoming call.
— Incoming at Abroad: When you’re roaming about between systems, this option bars any
incoming call.
— Cancel All: This option allows you to make any call and answer any incoming call.

— Change Barring Password: This option helps you re-set the barring password.

@ Hint: Since above functions need network support, sometimes the network affects these
functions by causing inaccessibility.

& Note: If wrong barring password is entered for three consecutive times, the call barring function
will get locked with inaccessibility.

& Note: Roaming here means, not limited to roaming about geographically, roaming about
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between systems, i.e., roaming about between different GSM networks.

+Call Waiting

“Call Waiting” is a network function with two options — “On” or “Off”. When “Off” is selected: The
phone will not indicate an incoming call from the third party while you’re being engaged in another
phone conversation, and the third party that is calling will hear busy tone or the third party will be
diverted to another phone only on condition that your phone is preset to the Busy diverting option.
When “On” is selected: If the above happens, the phone will inform you of an incoming call from
the third party with a prompt tone.

1. Select “Network Services” in “Settings”, then select the “Call Waiting” option.

2. You could use the navigation key or the side key to select “On” or “Off” and then press the OK

key to confirm setting.

-Caller ID

You could set the caller barring option with the help of network support.

— Default: Set “Hide Number” or “Show Number” according to the network default value.
— Hide Number: The phone of the called party will not show the caller ID.

— Send Number: The phone of the called party will show the caller ID.

‘Network setup
This menu has four options — Select Mode, Available Network, Preferred Network and Known

Network.

Select Mode includes Automatic and Manual selection. Automatic selection is that when the phone is
turned on, it will log in the first service network in the network list. If a failure occurs, the phone will
try to log in the next network in order. Manual selection is that the phone searches for all the
available networks that have login icons, and you could select one of those networks for login. If

login fails, the phone will log in another network using the Automatic selection mode.
Preferred Network is a network list that you could operate. Select “Preferred Network™ in “Network
setup” and select “Add” to choose one from “Available Network™ and “Known Network” to add as

Preferred network.

Kown Network is a network list from which you could select any network.
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Language
Set the language type the phone will display. Select “Language” to enter the language selecting
display as shown in the figure below. Press the navigation key or the side key to select a language,

then press the OK key to confirm the chosen setting as display language.
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Firewall

Firewall could block all the undesirable incoming calls successfully. The blacklist could contain 10
contact numbers you refuse to get in touch with. The whitelist could contain 20 contact numbers

you’re willing to get in touch with.

-Set Blacklist or Whitelist

1. Select “Firewall” in the “Phone Settings” menu.

2. Select “Blacklist” or “Whitelist”. When entering for the first time, the phone will indicate whether
or not to add new entry, then press the OK key to enter the input display. Use the keypad to put in
the phone number or press the soft key on the left to choose one from the phone book, then press
the OK key to confirm setting.

3. In the list display, press the soft key on the left to select “Add” from the menu, then enter the input

display to complete entering before pressing the OK key to confirm setting.

-Call firewall
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1. Select “Firewall” from the “Setting” menu.

2. Select “call firewall” and press the OK key to confirm setting.

3. Select “Blacklist on”, “Whitelist on” or “Off” and press the OK key to confirm setting.
Black on

You could refuse to answer an incoming call from one of contacts in the blacklist.

(If the blacklist is empty, this option will get gray with inaccessibility)

White on You could answer an incoming call only from one of contacts in the whitelist. (If
the whitelist is empty, this option will get gray with inaccessibility)
Off —— You could answer all the incoming calls.
Factory

This option includes two categories as follows:

‘Clear all

& Note: Use this option with great care!

This option would clear all data and information that you have enter and stored yourself to the phone
in addition to restoring all the reset functions. Press the OK key to enter into the “Clear User Data”
option, and follow the hint to put in you phone password. If you have put in accurate password,
you’ll see the confirmation box and press the OK key to confirm setting.

@ Hint: After this option is on, the system will start over.

‘Reset Setting

Restore all the user settings to return to the reset settings.

& Note: Use this option with great care!

Press the OK key to enter the “Restore Reset Settings” option, and follow the hint to put in you
phone password. If you have put in accurate password, you’ll see the confirmation box and press the
OK key to confirm setting.

@ Hint: After this option is on, the system will start over.

Chapter 5 Message

In “Message” application program, you can create, send, receive, browse, edit and clean up the
messages:

* message

* long message

» multimedia message
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Message
“Personal message” means characters message used to specially transfer information among phone
users. When receiving short message, phone can do:
1. “X new messages” are displayed on the screen and a message ico is displayed in the
status bar.
2. This message icon will be displayed on the screen until user reads all unreaded messages.

3. If memory space of SIM card is full, this icon ill be displayed until user deletes some
short messages saved in inbox of SIM card.

4. If memory space of the phone is full, this icon will be displayed until user deletes
some short messages saved in inbox of the phone.

5. If both memory space of SIM card and the phone are full, this icon will be displayed
until user deletes some short messages saved in inbox.

6. The message icon for SIM card is not different from one for phone.

Create and send message
1. Under the standby state, open the slide, press left navigation key to enter the message submenu.

Select "New " -> "SMS", then press OK key. The following picture will be showed:
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2. Enter into the message-compiling window and move the cursor to “Recipients”. Press the ok key

to show the contact list in telephone book. Move the cursor to select contact item and press the
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ok key to choose the contact. Pressing the left soft key to look up contact is also ok. At the same
time, you may edit the blank space below the “Recipients” and input telephone number through
keyboard in the window sprung. When inputting multi-addressees, use™; to separate them.
While inputting number, pressing “#” key for a long time can input semicolon. The message can
be synchronously sent to five persons at best at the same time.

Move the cursor to “Quick text” and press the ok key to display common phrase list. Move the
cursor to select the common phrase needed and press the ok key to add this common phrase in
the message content.

The message content can be edited in the blank space under screen, refer to "Inputting method"
about detailed method for inputting characterss.

After create or modify a message, press left soft key to choose in menu:“Send” —if choose this
option, the phone will send this message according to the telephone number inputted. “Save” —
if choose this option, the message will be saved in the list of ‘Draft”. “Save as quick text”—if
choose this option, the content of message will be saved in the list of “Common phrase”. “Insert
contact” —if choose this option, the user could insert the contact information into the content of
the message. “Insert signature” —if choose this option, the user could insert the signature into

the content of the message after setting the signature in the “message settings” function.

Hint: when you send message through message network service, the “sent successfully”
may be displayed on the screen of the phone. This means the phone has sent this
message to the message centre number set in the SIM card. But this means that the
message has been sent to the specified destination. About mort details of message
service, please consult the service supplier. If fail to send, this message will be saved

in the outbox.

Read message

1.

In the message submenu, choose “Inbox” to display all messages in the inbox on the screen.
Different icons show messages with different type. Choose one message and press the ok key,
you can read this message.
On the interface of message list, press left soft key and choose from the menu:
—Read message: Read the detailed content of messages.
—Reply SMS: Reply message to the addresser on present cursor position.
—Rreply MMS: Reply multimedia message to the addresser on present cursor position.
—Forward: Send the message on the present cursor position to others.
—Delete: Delete the message on the present cursor position.

—Delete all:
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a) Delete all SMS: Delete all messages in the inbox.
b) Delete all MMS: Delete all multimedia messages in the inbox.
¢) Delete all reports: Delete all state report information in the inbox.
d) Delete all push MSG: Delete all push information in the inbox.
e) Delete all message: Delete all messages in the inbox.
3. When read the detailed content of message, press left soft key to conduct the following
operation:
—Reply SMS: Send the message to the addresser directly.
—Reply MMS: Send the multimedia message to the addresser directly.
—Forward: Send this message to others.
—Delete: Delete this message.
—Pick up detail:
a) Obtain number: obtain the number in the message and save it in the phone or SIM
card.
b) Obtain URL: obtain the URL in the message and link.
—Copy to SIM /phone: Copy the message to the other memorizer (SIM card or phone).
—Save as quick text: Save the characters part of message as common phrase.
—Move to my folder: User may move these messages reserved to “my folder” directory

and delete the corresponding records in the inbox.

Quick text
User can add common phrases and edit and delete these user-defined common phrases. The number

for user-defined common phrases is twenty. The common phrases set in advance in the phone cannot
be deleted.

1. The common phrases are saved in “My folder”. In the message submenu, choose the “Quick
text” in “My folder” and display the common phrases list on the screen. You can add the new
phrase according to the demand.

2. On the interface of common phrases list, press left soft key and select “Add” from the menu to
enter into the interface for adding common phrase. You can input the new common phrases
through all sorts of characters inputting methods. After inputting, press the ok key to save them
in the common phrases list. Choose “Edit ” from menu and modify the common phrases. After

modifying, press the ok key to save it in the common phrases list.
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Long message

Long message is a strengthening edition of message and its text capacity is larger than one of

message (eight pages most).

& Note: this function can just be used only when your network operator or the service supplier
supports. Only those equipments with this function can receive and show this kind of
message normally.

< Hint: long message has the following differences from message:

a) Phone can save 40 items long message most (summation of all mailboxes).

b) Long message cannot be send multi-persons at the same time.

c¢) Long message can be only saved in phone, not SIM card.

d) Long message cannot be saved as common phrase.

e) When long messages are full of the phone, the phone will remind user timely.

f)  When long messages are full of the phone, the long message waiting to receive will be

received with the form of a few items messages.

Push message

The phone can receive the service information viz Push message sent by your service supplier (need
the network support). For example, the service information may be the notice relate to news abstract,
which include a piece of characters information or a kind of WAP service address. On the interface
of information list in the “Inbox”, move the cursor to some Push message and then press left soft key.

The following operations can be conducted:

1.Display- Display the Push message selected presently.

2.Delete Delete the Push message selected presently.

3.Load If the Push message contains URL, start up the WAP browser and link to this URL.
4.Delete all:

a) Delete all SMS: Delete all messages in the inbox.

b) Delete all MMS: Delete all multimedia messages in the inbox.

c) Delete all reports: Delete all state report information in the inbox.
d) Delete all push MSG: Delete all push messages in the inbox.

e) Delete all messages: Delete all messages in the inbox.
Multimedia message
& Note: this function can just be used only when your operator or the service supplier supports.

Only those equipments with compatible multimedia message or e-mail function can

receive and show multimedia message.
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Multimedia information can contain characters, picture and sound segment. The limited size is 100K

for multimedia message and 30K for single media message.

The multimedia message is a multimedia information business that China Phone introduces. Its
greatest characteristic is to support the multimedia function and can transmit the content and
information with overall function, which includes such multimedia form information as characters,
picture, and sound, etc. The multimedia message business can realize the multimedia information
transmission from phone terminal to phone terminal and from phone terminal to Internet or from

Internet to phone.

Multimedia information service supports the following formats:
-picture: GIF, JPEG, BMP, WBMP.

sound: MIDI, MMEF, WAV, SMAF.

‘text: TXT.

Create and send multimedia message
In order to set up receiving and sending the multimedia message, please refer to “Multimedia
settings” in “Settings”. About the usability and application method for the multimedia message

service, please consult your network operator or service supplier.

1. Under the standby state, open the slide, press left navigation key to enter into information

submenu. Choose “New” —> “MMS”. Shows as follows:
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2. Move the cursor to “Recipients” position on the screen and press the OK key for choosing
addressee from the telephone book. At the same time, you can send the multimedia message to
e-mail box too. Move the cursor to the blank space below “Recipients” and press the ok key. A
window will appear. Input the telephone number and e-mail address through numerical keyboard
or other methods.

3. Multimedia message including telephone number and e-mail address is sent to five persons at the
same time most.

4. Move the cursor to the bank space below “subject” and edit the subject of multimedia message.

5. Move the cursor to the “Slide 1’ position and then press the ok key. Choose “Add picture”, “Add

text” and “Add sound”. Shows as follows:
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6. This phone supports to edit multi-frame multimedia message and add and delete a slide. Add 20
frames slide most. On the interface for editing the multimedia message content, press left soft
key and conduct the following functions:

New page: Add a frame slide again.

Delete page: Delete a frame slide.

Previous page: Browse the content of previous slide.

Next page: Browse the content of next slide.

Page Timer: Set up the time for automatically browsing this page.

—Swap text & image: Exchange the position of image and text in this page.

After choose “Add image” and press the ok key, the phone will automatically search the picture
used to send, which include three types, picture, photograph and big-head paste. Press the ok
key for adding the picture to the multimedia message being edited.

Choose “Add text” to enter into the interface for editing character. After inputting the characters,
press the conformation key for confirming.

Choose “Add audio”. The phone will automatically search the sound file used to send. Press the
ok key for confirming and add the sound file to the multimedia message being edited.

After editing, press right soft key back to the interface for writing multimedia message. Press left
soft key and choose “Preview” from menu for previewing the whole MMS information effect.
Choose “Detailed information” from menu to look over the addressee, subject, size, slide
number and time of MMS. After editing, you may send it at once. If don’t send it at once, you
can save it as draft and send it later.

It needs longer time to send a piece of multimedia information than a piece of character
information. If failing to send, the information is saved in “Outbox” and you can try to send it

newly.

Browse multimedia information

1.

Choose “Inbox” in the information submenu and all information in the inbox is listed on the
screen. Different icons show different information type. Move the cursor and select some
multimedia message. Press the ok key for reading this information.
On the interface of information list, press left soft key. Choose such function as read message,
reply multimedia messae, reply message, transmit, delete and delete all from “menu”.
When reading the multimedia message, press left soft key and the operation can be conducted.

—Play: Play the whole content of this multimedia message.

—Repaly SMS: Reply short message to addresser directly.

—Reply MMS: Reply multimedia message to addresser directly.

—Forward: Transmit this message to others.

—Delete: Delete this information.

—Transfer to my folder: Save the information reserved in my folder.

—~Get number: Obtain the addresser’s number and save it in phone or SIM card.

When reading the multimedia message, choose stop and then press left soft key. The following
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operation for information can be conducted:
—Previous page: Look over the content of previous multimedia message.
—Next page: Look over the content of next multimedia message.
—Rewind: Replay the content of multimedia message.
—Play: Continue to play the content of multimedia message.
—Save image as: Save picture file received in “Picture” of “My favorite” with new file
name.

—Save audio as: Save sound file received in “Sound” of “My favorite” with new file name.

Inbox, outbox, Sent and drafts
“Inbox” contains messages including SMS, EMS, MMS and push information.

“Outbox” contains those messages failing to send.

Under the outbox message lists, press left soft key and you can conduct the following operations:
- Read message: Look over the detailed content of message failing to send. Save sound and
picture information at the same time.
- Delete: Delete the specified message failing to send from outbox.
- Delete all:
a) Delete all messages: Delete all messages in outbox.
b) Delete all multimedia messages: Delete all multimedia messages in outbox.

c) Delete all information: Delete all information in outbox.

On the interface of browsing the detailed content of messages in outbox, press left soft key and you
can conduct the following operations:
-Send: Send this message directly.
-Edit: Re-edit this message.
‘Delete: Delete this message in outbox.
-Obtain the detailed content:
a) Obtain number: Obtain the number in the message and save it in phone or SIM card.

b) Obtain URL: Obtain the URL in the message and link it.

On the interface of browsing the detailed content of multimedia messages in outbox, press left soft
key and you can conduct the following operations:

-Play: Play this multimedia messagesdirectly.

-Edit: Re-edit this multimedia message.

-Send: Re-send this multimedia message failing to send.
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‘Delete: Delete this multimedia message in outbox.

“Sent” saves those messages sended successfully. If MMS sets up the automatical saving, the

messages may be saved in sended-box after sendeing successfully.

Under the message lists, press left soft key and you can conduct the following operations:
‘Read message: Look over the detailed content of message sended.
‘Delete: Delete the specified message sended from sent.
‘Delete all:
a) Delete all messages: Delete all messages in sent.
b) Delete all multimedia messages: Delete all multimedia messages in sent.

¢) Delete all information: Delete all information in sent.

On the interface of browsing the detailed content of messages in sent, press left soft key and you can
conduct the following operations:
‘Transmit: Transmit this message to others directly.

‘Delete: Delete this message in sent.

On the interface of browsing the detailed content of multimedia messages in sent, press left soft key
and you can conduct the following operations:
-Transmit: Re-send this message sended to others.

‘Delete: Delete this multimedia message in sent.

“Drafts” saves thos messages waiting for sending later. While editing the messae, if switching on
the phone, this message will be saved in Drafts automatically (not saved for
multimedia messages).

Under the message lists, press left soft key and you can conduct the following operations:

-Edit: After entering into the interface of editing messages, you can look over the detailed
content of messages saved in Drafts.

-Delete: Delete the specified messages from Drafts.

‘Delete all: Delete all information in Drafts.
a) Delete all messages: Delete all messages in Drafts
b) Delete all multimedia messages: Delete all multimedia messages in Drafts.

c) Delete all information: Delete all information in Drafts.

& Note: In order to utilize the memory space effectively, you should delete the old messages in
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“Sent” timely. If the present residual space is less than 150K, user can only play the

multimedia message received and not send, save and download it.

My folder

You can save information in “my folder” of information centre so that you can look over or look for
the needed information quickly. According to the demand, you can transfer the information from
inbox to my folder. In information submenu, choose “inbox™ and enter into the interface of message
lists of inbox. Select some message and you can look over the detailed content of message. On the
interface of message content, press left soft key and choose “move to my folder” from menu. The
selected message is moved to my folder. After moving successfully, this message is deleted from

inbox.

Settings

‘SMS setttings

Service centre

Before sending the message, you might use this option to input the number of message service centre
provided by service supplier. If user has inputted a number of message service cente, this number
will be displayed on the screen. User may use, modify or delete this number according to the

demand.

& Note: Setting up the wrong number of message service cente will lead to fail to send and receive

messages. About the number, please consult the service supplier.

Expired period

Through this option, you can set up the time limit for messages saved in message service centre.

Because of some reasons, messages might not be sended from message service cente. You may

choose to save these messages in message service centre until the time limit for saving is

overstepped.

1. Under the ready and waiting state, press the left navigation key to enter into information
submenu. Choose “Settings” from menu and then select “Message settings”. Press the ok key for
entering.

2. Choose “Expired period”. Select the period of validity through phone’s side key or up and down

navigation key and press the ok key for choosing.

Status report

There are two sub-options, “open” and “close” for this option. While choosing “open”, you may
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require the network to send the status report on message sended to you so that the other side can gain
the prompt after receiving your message. While choosing “close”, the network cannot send the status

report.

Storage type

Through this option, you can select the saving type for messages including SIM card and phone.
While selecting SIM card memorizer, the phone will save the recieved message in the SIM card
automatically. If the messages are full of the SIM card, the messages received will be saved in the
phone automatically. If the phone is filled with messages, the messages received will be saved in the
SIM card automatically until the numbers of messages in SIM card and phone arrive at the

maximum limit.

Signature
You can set up the signature through this option so that you may choose to insert signature when you

are editing the content of message.

‘Multimedia message settings

Sendting

®  Valid period: If the message cannot be sended to the addressee within the oppointed period of
validity, it will be deleted from the service centre. This function needs the network support. The
default is the longest time permited by the network.

® Read report: when sending a multimedia message, whether you may require the other side to
send a reversion to yourself after reading it or not.

® Delivery report: two options: “on” and “off”, mean that whether you require the gateway to
send a service message to yourself after servicing or not.

®  Priority: low, normal and high
Auto save: while choose “on” for this function, the multimedia message sended will be saved in

sended-information automatically. Otherwise, it will not be saved.

Auto receive:
® Two options: “on” and “off”’, means downloanding immediately or postponing receipt when

receiving the multimedia message.

Multimedia service centre(MMSC):

® URL address of multimedia service centre, default setting is http://mmsc.monternet.com
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Gateway IP:
®  Gateway IP, viz. IP address of multimedia message gateway, default setting is 10.0.0.172

Reply priority
In Replying PRI, you may choose “MMS” or “SMS”. If the Reply priority is set up “MMS”, the
item of “Reply MMS” in menu is set up the preferential option ahead of “Reply SMS”.

& Note: Setting of “Replying priority” is only valid when operating the multimedia message.

-Voice mailbox

You may use “Voice mailbox” to save the telephone number of voice mailbox provided by your
service supplier. When you cannot switch on the phone, transferring the incoming phone to the voice
mailbox service number can allow the other side to leave words for you, which are saved the voice
mailbx system of service network. You can listen in these words through calling on the voice

mailbox. If you input the wrong number, the voice function will not be used normally.

Modify voice mailbox number

1. Under the standby state, open the slide, press left navigation key to enter into the information
submenu. Choose “Settings” —> “Voice mailbox™ and press the ok key.

2. Enter into “Voice mailbox”. If you donnot set up the voice mailbox number, the “Empty  is
displayed on the screen.

3. Press left soft key and choose “Edit” from menu. After inputting the number in the frame for
inputting, press the ok key.

4. listen: call out and link the voice mailbox.

‘Memory status
Through this option, you can look over the memory space of SIM card and phone for messages, long

messages, Push information and multimedia messages. »
-Sort setting

While this option is set up “On”, you can arrange information according to such types as short

messages, multimedia messages and Push information.

Chapter 6 My Favorite

There are pictures and tintinnabulations saved in phone, photos and movies shot through mobile

phone, saved files of pictures and video downloaded from the Internet or accepted multimedia
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messages, files of pictures and video transferred through PC tools, and Java program downloaded

and installed by users.

Java Box

The mobile phone supports JAVA functions. The user may download JAVA program to install it into

the mobile phone through WAP, and do corresponding games or applications. The option saves the

installed Java application program downloaded by user.

Applications —In the application program, you may delete or run the downloaded JAVA application,
also view some attribute information on some sizes or versions of application
programs. If there is no installed application program in mobile phone, you may
select the option and there will be a prompt that there is no installed Java program.

Download—You may download the Java application while browsing WAP pages. The detailed steps

are shown as following:

1. Select Java Box —>“Download”, and enter the browser.

2. Press the left soft key in the interface of browser, select “Input address” from the menu, input

the corresponding download address of JAVA program, and then confirm by pressing Enter.

3. After receiving correct addresses, the mobile phone will download and install automatically.

After successfully installing, there will be some corresponding prompts.

& Note: Only local operators do open some services such as GPRS or CSD, can JAVA program be

downloaded through browsers. Some JAVA program cannot run due that there are some

differences in compatibility with mobile phone.

Pictures

Pictures includes that are shot through mobile phone, built in phone, saved through multimedia
message, downloaded through browser, and transmitted through PC.

In the list of photos or image display names, press the left soft key, and there are some functions as

following:

View: View photos or image contents.

Send by: You may send photos or download to save pictures through multimedia
messages or IrDA. That images built in phone or saved with copyright cannot be

sent.

Rename: Rename photos or downloaded images. That built in phone cannot be done.

Sort by: Array photos or images through name, size, or date.

Delete: Delete photos or pictures downloaded to save. That built in phone cannot be

done.

Delete all: Delete all photos or pictures saved through multimedia message or
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downloaded through browser. But that built in phone cannot be done.

Property: View the attribute of photos or images such as name, size, height, width, format,
date, time, whether to send or not, etc.
At the interface of photo or picture, press the left soft key, and there are some menu functions as

following:

Previous: Browse the previous photo or image

Next: Browse the next photo or image

Full screen: Browse photos or images with full screen.

Auto view: The system will play photos or images automatically.

Set as wallpaper: Set photos or images as waiting pictures. Only can one frame of gif
pictures can be set up (Shot pictures with the mode of VGA or SXGA cannot be set as

wallpapers)

Ring tone

In the option, there are rings that are built in photo, saved through multimedia message, downloaded
into photo through browser, and transmitted through PC.

In the list of sound filename, press the left soft key and there will be some menu functions as
following.

——Play: Play sound files.

Send by: You may send downloaded rings through MMS or IrDA. The ring built in phone

or saved with copyright cannot be sent.

Rename: Rename saved or downloaded rings. That built in phone cannot be done.

Sort by: Array sound files according to name, size, or date.

Delete: Delete saved or downloaded rings. That built in phone cannot be done.

Delete all: Delete all saved or downloaded rings. That built in phone cannot be done.

Set as ring tone: Select some certain ring to set up as the phone prompt.

Set as message tone: Select some certain ring to set up as the message prompt.

Property: View attributes of sound files such as name, size, format, data, time, whether to

send or not, etc.

Movies

The phone supports about 15 seconds of shooting movies. You may set up “Shooting Mode” as

View the distribution situation of EMS Memory in mobile phone through the option, including total

storage space, existed space, or rest space.

Chapter 7 Phone Book

The Phone book is used to record all kinds of information that communicates with you such as name,
telephone, mobile phone, Email, etc. After inputting the contact, you may be convenient to utilize
this information to call or sent messages, also store contact in groups and set up different rings for

different groups.

Except SIM card, all other categories of contact information are stored in mobile phone. The data of
contact saved in SIM card only includes the name and a phone number (This depends on the
category and service of SIM card you are using). The data saved in SIM card still can be used, and
that stored in mobile phone cannot be brought following with SIM card. They have to leave in the
original mobile phone except that you may copy the information data of some certain contact to SIM

card, and there will be some messages being lost.

If there is no, it will display “Nothing”.

6. If selecting “Phone Location” to look for, press Enter after directly inputting the position saving
the contact in phone. If there is the contact, the screen will display the information of contact. If

there is no, it will display “Nothing”.
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Memory Status
You may view the saving state of SIM card or phone so as to utilize the saving space effectively.
1. In the list of contact, press the left soft key to select “Memory Status” in menu.

2. After pressing Enter, the using state of SIM card or phone will be displayed on screen.

Set up the Portrait

You may set up the calling paste for the contact saved in phone. When setting up the Portrait, you

must select the shooting mode as “Portrait” in the application program of “Camera”. Thus, the shot

photo will be saved in photo album as the attribute of portrait.

1. Select the contact being associated in the list of phone book, and press Enter to view the detail
information of contact.

2. In the interface of detail information, press the left soft key to select “Portrait”, and then “Set
up”. The mobile phone will automatically search for the list of paste photo qualifying the format.

3. Press Enter to finish the association between the contact of phone and the portrait. When the
contact of phone calls in or you call him or her, there will be a portrait image displaying in the

main screen.

Call history

The mobile phone may record the phone numbers that are been dialed, accepted, or not accepted. It
also may record the approximate time of every communication or all communications. In the list of
three kinds of communication records, if phone numbers have been saved in phone book, it will

display corresponding names saved in the list of record, or phone number.

-Dialed Call

The function may allow you view the list (network service) of 20 pieces of phone numbers that you
recently dialed, including that have been put through or tried to dial up. Using the function of
“Dialed call” may view detail information such as name, phone number, time, and length of
communication time about every dialed phone. In the interface of detail information, press the left
soft key to perform the functions as following.

—Save: Directly save the phone number in SIM card or phone.

—Call out: Directly call out the phone number.

—Send: Directly send short or multimedia messages to the phone number.

—Delete: Delete communication records.

-Answered call
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The function may allow you view the list (network service) of 20 pieces of phone numbers that you
recently answered. Using the function of “Answered call” may view detail information of answered
calls such as name, phone number, time, and length of communication time. In the interface of detail

information, press the left soft key to perform the functions such as save, call-out, send and delete.

‘Missed call
The function may allow you view the list (network service) of 20 pieces of phone numbers that you
recently did not accept. Using the function of “Missed call” may view detail information of the
missed calls such as name, phone number, time, and length of communication time. In the interface
of detail information, press the left soft key to perform the functions such as save, call-out, send and
delete.
About the menu (The list of Dialed phone, Accepted Phone, and Not-accepted Phone):
1. Press the left soft key in the list of telephone number.
2. Select “Save”, “Call out”, “Send”, “Delete”, or “Delete All”:
—Save: Directly save the number at the position of cursor into SIM card or phone.
—Call out: Directly call out the number at the position of cursor.
—Send: Directly send short or multimedia messages to the number at the position of cursor.
—Delete: Delete the communication record at the position of cursor.

@ Note: In the state of standby, press the key of send to display the list of dialed phones.Then,

press the right soft key to switch among Dialed call, Missed call, and Answered call.

-Call Time
Using the function may view the time length of last communication, total calling-out, and total
calling-in (with the format of hour, minute, and second). Press the left soft key to clear the time of

last communication, total calling-out, and total calling-in. all records will begin from 00:00:00.

A Note: If there are some differences between real communications and service time in the list of
service provider, this depends on some factors such as network functions,

zero-suppression & round number in account, and tax revenues.

My Number
Using the function may view the phone number, and you must save the phone number in SIM card.
To save the phone number, you should do as following:

1. Enter the option of My Number, and select Line 1 or Line 2.
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2. Press the left soft key to edit the name of phone user (referring to the introduction of Input
Method), and press Enter after finishing the input.
3. Press the navigation key to move the cursor at the position of Phone Number, press the left soft

key to edit the number, and press Enter after finishing the input.

Chapter 9 Monternet
Using the browser to make your phone connecting with the Internet depends on application
programs of the Internet. The phone does not only support normal data call mode to connect the
internet, but also perform browsing the internet basing on the support of GPRS functions in GSM
network so as to give full scope of stronger functions and make you keep more close connections
with the world.
& Note: Visiting the Internet depends on the network operators have provided the service and the

functions that you have applied. Please consult with your network service provider.

When using WAP to visit the Internet, you should do as following.
1. Apply and order the services of data business or GPRS to Internet service operators.
Provide applying services to visit the Internet for Internet service operators.
Correctly perform setting up the browser in your phone

Use WAP browser to visit the Internet and perform corresponding operations.

Include Internet functions such as setting up bookmark, address, and browser (needing the

network to support). The browser includes the states of offline and online.

Starting the Browser

1. In the state of standby, press the left soft key to enter the main menu, select the icon @ of

Monternet, and press Enter to enter the browser.

2. The interface displays the menu of Internet service.

3. Selecting web homepage or inputting addresses may directly connect with some certain web
page.

4. After logging successfully, you may view the service option using the navigation key to scroll
like using other list screen. After selecting some certain service option, press Enter to next level
and browse the information.

@ Note: To different web addresses, there may be some differences between displaying contents

and logging process. Some web address may require you input the username and passport

to log in the web address.

Browsing Information and Using the Function of Visit
‘Input Characters
The input column provided for inputting information in some web pages is used to interconnect

information with the network. The method inputting characters is the same as other functions in
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mobile phone.

‘Finishing the visit
In browser, press the left soft key to select “Exit” from the menu, and finish visiting the Internet.
& Note Only selecting “Exit” can disconnect with the data of network. If adapting the mode of

GPRS to connect with the Internet, you may accept the call without disconnecting.

The bookmark may be used to save custom bookmark, preset bookmark, and offline web page for

2. Select “Bookmark”. Press Enter to select the options such as Preset Bookmark, Custom

Bookmark, and Offline Bookmark.

Persistent Bookmarks: The name of bookmark built in mobile phone will display on
screen.
——Customized Bookmarks: It is used to save the web address that users are interested.
Press the left soft key, and the contents will display as following:
a) Add: You may add new bookmarks through inputting topics and addresses.
b) Edit: Edit bookmark topics and addresses again.
c¢) Delete: Delete bookmarks saved in the list of bookmark.
d) Delete all: Delete all bookmarks.
——Offline page: It is used to save offline web pages that users save and support users to

browse the web page at the offline state.
-History
Select History in menu, press Enter, and there will be recently visited web pages on screen. The

maximum number of records can be up 10 saved in History.

-Setting
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The setting includes profile, cache, cookies, and GPRS data count.
Profile

Users may select profile, and also edit profile in Setting of browser.

1. In homepage, select the icon @ of Monternet, and press Enter to the browser

2. Select profile in Setting, and enter the interface of edit.
3. Select the profile from Internet GPRS/China Mobile GPRS/China Mobile CSD/ profile 4/
profile 5.

Cache
The information or service that you have visited will be saved in the Cache of mobile phone. Users
may directly read the page saved in cache and do not need to load through network. The capacity of

cache may be up to 100K and save tens of WAP web pages.

1. In the main menu, select the icon @ of Monternet, and press Enter into the browser.

2. Select Cache in Setting and enter the interface of cache.
3. Select Cache Mode, press Enter into the interface of cache mode. Select “On”, and open the
cache mode. Select “Off” and close the cache mode.

4. Select “Clear Cache”, and press Enter to clear the cache.

Cookies

Cookies are some trivial information that the server sends to you so as to save the information that
you have visited WAP stations. If you agree to receive Cookies, the server will know about the
situation that you use WAP stations, the contents that you are interested in and want to read.

1. In the main menu, select the icon @ of Monternet, and press Enter into the browser.

2. Select “Cookies” in Setup and enter the interface of Cookies
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3. Select “Enable Cookies”, press Enter into the interface of Cookies. Select “On”, and start
Cookies. Select “Off” and close Cookies.

4. Select “Clear Cookies”, and press Enter to clear Cookies.

GPRS data count

Using the function makes you can view the data capacity sent or received from the connection of
GPRS Grouping Data. You may pay according to the data capacity sent or received from the
connection of GPRS Grouping Data.

‘Security

Security certificates are used to verify the origin of WAP page and installed software. You will need

Security certificates under the following situations.

® Want to connect with network bank, other web stations or long-distance server. Perform
operations relate to transmit secret information.

® Want to reduce risks of infection virus or other vicious servers. Ensure it is real and credible
while downloading and installing software.

Certificates——1In certificates, you may view the name list of certificates saved in mobile phone. If

selecting some certain certificate, select “View” and show the information related to the certificate.

Session information——It may display the information such as connecting types of current

certificate, length of encryption key, encryption arithmetic, and exchange arithmetic of encryption

key.

Current Certificate——View relative information to current certification.

O Note:  Although using certificates will greatly reduce risks in the process of long-distance
connection and software installation, correctly using certificates can improve the safety to
benefit you. The existence of certificates themselves cannot provide any protection. Only

there are correct and reliable certificates in Safety Certificate to improve the safety.

Menu of Browser Online State

“Homepage” The homepage make users simply and directly enter the information position in
internet.
“Back”——Selecting the option of “Back” can enter into the web page of last web address in history.

If the web page of last address is blank, it is valid to select the list of “Back”.
“Forward”——Selecting the option of “Forward” can enter into the web page of next address in
history. If the web page of next address is blank, it is valid to select the list of “Forward”. This option

may be used to return the next web page when you select the menu of Return in the first time.
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“History” List the web page recently visited. You may select and enter any web page.
“Refresh”——Selecting the option of Refresh can renew the current web page.
“Bookmarks”——“Bookmarks” is used to save the web address that users are interested, and set up

a personal name randomly so as to remember easily. Users may enter the web page directly and
easily through menu. You may edit or delete the option of bookmark.
“Saved as Bookmark”——Users may save the interesting web address as Bookmark so as to visit

in the future.

“Enter Address” Users may directly input the web address of other web pages to link in the
browsing process through the option.

The picture downloaded in the
phone may be set as not only the ready picture but also for you to insert while writing multimedia
messages. The format supporting pictures includes BMP, GIF, WBMP, and JPG. The pictures that

cannot support the format or are too big in size will display as “X”.

1. In homepage, select the icon @ of Monternet, and press Enter to the browser.

2. You may input the address of web page that you want to visit.
3. After entering, you may browse the web page according to the prompt, select some certain type
of picture that you like in the download area, and download it to save in the list of My Favorite.

4. You may delete the picture downloaded in mobile phone or set up the ready picture. Setting as
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the ready background picture has some certain requirements. That out of some limit cannot be
set as the ready background either.

5. The picture having no copyright to protect can be sent through the mode of multimedia message.

Downloading Ring
You may download rings to the list of sound in My Favorite through the mobile phone. The formats

of supported rings are MIDI, MMF, and WAV.

There are total 80 passes to select
in the game. In the process of game, you may use the touch pen or the
four-direction-navigation-key to control the movement of homunculi, and press the OK

key to back the last step.

Game Method:
1. Enter “Game” to select “Cargador”;
2. Select “Select pass/Continue/help”, and press Enter

Select pass: Input the number of selected pass, and press Enter

Continue the last pass: Begin again from the pass ended last time.

Help: Explain the rule of game in detail.

Colorful bubble

Game Rule:During this game, three bubbles will fall down each time, you should move the same
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color bubbles to one line. When five or more bubbles are at one line, the bubbles will

disappear. When the screen is full of the bubbles, the game is over.

Game Rule: Each pane on screen respects a light. At the beginning, all lights go out. Switch on some
certain light by clicking it with the touch pen. All lights located at the position of up,
down, left, and right can switch on/off the states. The purpose of game is to switch on
all lights.

2. Select “Warm-up/3*/3/4*4/5%/5/Help/Hero List”, and press Enter.
——Warm-up, 3*3, 4*4, 5*5 are 4 kinds of lineups.

Help: Explain the game rules in detail.
——Hero List: The five people that get the highest score in every lineup will enter
the hero list.
@ Hint: In the interface of light up, press the left soft key to play the game again after the game
begins.

Tasty fruit

Game rule: In this game, the two adjacent fruits will exchange positions of each other after clicking
them wth the touch pen. With the touch pen click twice will cancel the key -press mark. While there
are three or more same fruits who border upon in a line, they are vanished and rearranged. If such
fruits cannot be found, the two fruits will come back to original state. During the limited time, if a
way cannot be given out, a hint will be given out and score will reduce 50 with it. The game will end
up when there are no answer on the screen, the value of original clearance-time (The hint icon
appears when it is reduced to zero; it decreases as the difficulty increase.) is less than 4 or the score

goes beyond the limit. If an operation result in much elimination, score=the square of the number of
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the eliminated fruits.
Game Method:
1. Enter “Game” to select “Tasty fruit”

2. Use the touch pen to exchange the positions of the fruit.

Game audio
The option may set up the game sound effect, and there are two options of Switch On or Switch Off.
When the setup of game audio is on, press the side key to adjust the size of volume in the interface

of specific game.

Chapter 11 Accessories

Accessories include all kinds of tools in daily using.

Radio

1. Select “Radio” in the “Accessories” or click the icon @ on the idel screen to enter the Radio
function.The phone will display the name and frequency of broadcast channel (if channels have
been stored in the phone), and press upward or downward navigation key to switch between

channels stored in “My station”, as shown in the following picture:

< Hint: For using radio to receive the broadcast, please plug the joint line of the earphone into the
Earphone slot at the bottom of the phone. Press the control button of the earphone for a
long time to turn on/off “Radio”.

3. When the sending device selects send data By IrDA. The data starts transferring.
@ Hine: The size of file should less then 100K, otherwise phone can not receive it.

Chapter 12 Camera
Attentions for using Camera

Operating the Camera

-‘The Camera in your phone is produced and installed by highly precise and top techniques, though,
there maybe still remain solid, light or dark dots or lines in the Screen. Meanwhile, you must
remind that quantity of impurities (such as white lines etc) will significantly increase whenever
you use the Camera in dark place.

-Fingerprints or greases in the Camera lense may attribute to problems of difficult focusing or black

images. Therefore, use must clean the lense with a soft cloth before using the Camera.
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-Quality of image may also get lowering when user place phone in a field with high temperature for
long time.

‘Exposure under the direct sunshine for long time will change colors of color filter inside the Camera,
and cause color changing of images.

-In Shooting preview interface, if use do not press keys for 3 minutes or longer, system will auto

exist the mode of Camera function.

Attentions for shooting images

‘You shouldn’t close the sound of camera shutter. Though setting of phone is the mode of
conference, system will also occur shooting sound during shooting images.

‘Try to avoid shaking the phone. Moving phone during shooting images will lead to faintness of
images. During shooting images, you must enclasp the camera to remain it in status of sleepiness,
or use autotimer to shoot.

‘note: If you attempt to directly aim at the strong light source, such as sunshine or other strong light
source, images will become dark, or affected.

Copyright Information

- Images shot in your phone can not be used for other purposes, and act against related stipulations of
copyright law without approval from copyright owners. Pay attention that some stipulations are
suitable for shootings on stage performing, amusement or exhibition, even thought shootings are
finely used for yourself.

-User also remind that images protected by copyright law should only be exchanged between
specific circles stipulated by copyright law.

-User should protect other’s privacy during the period of using phone camera, and must not deliver

images to others.

Camera Function

Using “Camera” application, you may shoot images for surrounding persons or things at any time.
Images are stored in the “Images list” of the “Camera” application. You may rename the images in
“Images Album”, but also deliver images to friends by Multimedia messages. All images created by
camera are the JPEG format, with MJPG format of movie created by camera.

@ Hint: JPEG is a standard compressed format of images, and you may view these files of JPEG
format by common images viewers, editors and webpage explores. Extended name of these files is
JPG.
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Shooting Images

& Note: Please comply with local laws and regulations about shooting images. Do not use this

function for illegal behaviors.

& Note: User must start the phone at first to use this function. Do not start the phone when using

is forbidden or using phone will cause dangers.

1. In standby status, press shooting key or select “Camera” in the “Accessory” menu, then
“Camera” application will get started and screen will show the sceneries that need to be shot.
There is a viewfinding frames around the screen, inside of which it is image field that needs to
be shot. If camera lens is nearing the object, definition of images may be affected.

2. Press OK key or Shooting key to take images.
