2 Test Rig Hardware

A single USB cable isupplied to provide power argkrial communications to the Birdirra
Module. The BTR antenna portas SMA connectorand the rig is supplied with a 2dBi die
antenna.

A Windows PC is required to power and control the Module.
To set up thédardware
1. Connect the supplied antenna or test equipment to the SMA port.
2. Start Device Manager on the controller PC.
3. Connect the USB cable to the PC and note which COM port is opened in Device Manager.
