Low-frequency vibration sensors
may be used as an alternative fo
hydrophones. To work properly,
they should be mounted
vertically on top of fully
charged and de-aired fire
hydrants.

Attach the hydrophone’s connector to the
socket in the wireless transmitter. Turn
the transmitter’s power ON only after
the hydrophone has been attached to
the fire hydrant. A green LED light
indicates that power is ON and a red light
indicates weak battery. There are no
adjustments to be made on the transmitter
— signal level is adjusted automatically by
the transmitter.
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
