Install the booster either under the dash board or under seet 0 you can easily accessto the
ON/OFF and Hi/Lo band switches. Avoid direct sunlight to the unit.

Be sure the booster ON/OFF switch is a the OFF position and the HI/LO switchisa LO
position. Plug the cigarette lighter adapter to the car cigarette lighter plug and the other end of
the adapter cable to the booster DC jack input marked “12VDC”.

Connect the antenna cable with the TNC male connector to the booster TNC female connector
marked “ANTENNA”. Screw the connector until it is tight and firm. Then place the antennaon
the car roof top.

Connect the cell phone antenna adapter with the TNC mae to the booster antenna TNC femae
connector input marked “PHONE” and the other end to the phone.

Turn the ON/OFF switch to the ON position. Observe the signal bar on the cdll phone. It
should be either the same or increase by one or two bars. If it decreases, switch the HI/LO
switch to HI pogtion. If the sgna bar is il low, re-check the ingtdlation again. Note: Typicaly
sgnd bar will change within 10-20 sec.

Notes: If aroof mount antennais used, it should be located near the center of the roof to optimize the
antenna performance. If a glass mount antenna is used, it should be located according to the
manufacturer’ s recommendation. Typicaly it will be located near the top of the rear window.

Antennas should be located at least a12” from obstructions and other radiating € ements.
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Boat

1. Ingdl the booster in a dry areawhere the water can not get to the unit. It can bein the
ingrument console or anywhere nearby. To minimize the signd loss from the phone to the
booster, the cell phone adapter cable should not be longer 6 feet. Avoid direct sunlight to the
unit.

2. Besurethe booster ON/OFF switch is in the OFF position and the HI/LO switchisat LO
position. Plug the cigarette lighter adapter cable to the cigarette lighter plug or any 12 DC
voltage source and the other end of the adapter cable to the booster DC jack input marked
“12vDC".

3. Connect the antenna cable with the TNC male connector to the booster TNC female connector
marked “ANTENNA”. Be sure that it istight and firm.

4. Inddl the antenna according to the manufacturer indructions. The antenna should be located at
the highest point in the boat and should be clear of obstructions or other radiating el ements. The
cable length between antenna and the booster should be as short as possible to minimize the
cableloss.

5. Connect the cdl phone antenna adapter with the TNC male to the booster antenna TNC femae
connector input marked “PHONE” and the other end to the phone.

6. Turn the ON/OFF switch to the ON position. Observe the signd bar on the cell phone. It
should be ether the same or increase by one or two bars. If it decreases, switch the HI/LO
switch to HI postion. If the sgnd bar is ill low, re-check the ingtdlation again. Note: Typically
signd bar will change within 10-20 sec.
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Home or_Office:

A high directivity antenna is recommended. Many will use a Yagi antenna since the postion between
office or home and the base station tower isfixed. The 12V DC adapter for home use will connected to
the booster in this case (sold separately). The cable length between antenna and the booster should be
as short as possible to minimize the cable loss.
