FCC RF Exposure
Information (SAR)

This phone is designed and manufactured not
to exceed the emission limits for exposure to
radio frequency (RF) energy set by the
Federal Communications Commission of the
United States.

During SAR testing, this device was set to
transmit at its highest certified power level in
all tested frequency bands, and placed in
positions that simulate RF exposure in usage
against the head with no separation, and near
the body with the separation of 15 mm.
Although the SAR is determined at the



highest certified power level, the actual SAR
level of the device while operating can be well
below the maximum value. This is because
the phone is designed to operate at multiple
power levels so as to use only the power
required to reach the network. In general, the
closer you are to a wireless base station
antenna, the lower the power output.

The exposure standard for wireless devices
employs a unit of measurement known as the
Specific Absorption Rate, or SAR. The SAR
limit set by the FCC is 1.6 W/kg.

This device is complied with SAR for general
population /uncontrolled exposure limits in
ANSV/IEEE C95.1-1992 and had been tested
in accordance with the measurement
methods and procedures specified in
IEEE1528.

The FCC has granted an Equipment
Authorization for this model phone with all
reported SAR levels evaluated as in
compliance with the FCC RF exposure
guidelines. SAR information on this model
phone is on file with the FCC and can be
found under the Display Grant section of
www.fcc.gov/oet/ealfccid after searching on
FCC ID: SRQ-N818S.

For this device, the highest reported SAR
value for usage against the head is 0.97 W/kg,
for usage near the body is 1.04 W/kg.

While there may be differences between the
SAR levels of various phones and at various
positions, they all meet the government
requirements.

SAR compliance for body-worn operation is
based on a separation distance of 15 mm
between the unit and the human body. Carry
this device at least 15 mm away from your
body to ensure RF exposure level compliant
or lower to the reported level. To support
body-worn operation, choose the belt clips or
holsters that do not contain metallic
components to maintain a separation of 15
mm between this device and your body.

RF exposure compliance with any body-worn
accessory that contains metal was not tested
and certified, and using such body-worn
accessory should be avoided.

Seizures/Blackouts

light. A small percentage of people may be
susceptible to blackouts or seizures (even if
they have never had one before) when
exposed to flashing lights or light patterns
such as when playing games or watching
video.

Repetitive Strain Injuries

Radio Frequency
Interference

General Statement on
Interference

Care must be taken when using the phone in
close proximity to personal medical devices,
such as pacemakers and hearing aids.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a
minimum separation of 15 cm be maintained
between a mobile phone and a pacemaker to
avoid potential interference with the
pacemaker. To achieve this, use the phone
on the opposite ear to your pacemaker and
do not carry it in a breast pocket.

Hearing Aids

People with hearing aids or other cochlear
implants may experience interfering noises
when using wireless devices or when one is
nearby.

The level of interference will depend on the
type of hearing device and the distance from
the interference source. Increasing the
separation between them may reduce the
interference. You may also consult your
hearing aid manufacturer to discuss
alternatives.

Medical Devices

Please consult your doctor and the device
manufacturer to determine if operation of your
phone may interfere with the operation of your
medical device.

Hospitals

Turn off your wireless device when requested
to do so in hospitals, clinics or health care
facilities. These requests are designed to
prevent possible interference with sensitive
medical equipment.

Aircraft

Turn off your wireless device whenever you
are instructed to do so by airport or airline
staff.

Consult the airline staff about the use of
wireless devices onboard the aircraft. If your
device offers a ‘flight mode’, this must be
enabled prior to boarding an aircraft.

Interference in Cars

Please note that because of possible
interference with electronic equipment, some
vehicle manufacturers forbid the use of
mobile phones in their vehicles unless a
hands-free kit with an external antenna is
included in the installation.



Explosive Environments

Gas Stations and Explosive
Atmospheres

In locations with potentially explosive
atmospheres, obey all posted signs to turn off
wireless devices such as your phone or other
radio equipment.

Areas with potentially explosive atmospheres
include fueling areas, below decks on boats,
fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities,
and areas where the air contains chemicals or
particles, such as grain, dust, or metal
powders.

Blasting Caps and Areas

Power off your mobile phone or wireless
device when in a blasting area or in areas
posted power off “two-way radios” or
“electronic devices” to avoid interfering with
blasting operations.

e Earpiece lets you hear the caller and
automated prompts.

e Front Camera lets you Takes pictures
and records videos while facing the
screen, and allows you to video
conference.

e Touch Screen displays all the information
needed to operate your phone, such as
the call status, the Contacts list, and the
date and time. Also provides one-touch
access to all of your features and
applications.

Back Key lets you return to the previous
screen, or close a dialog box, options
menu, the notifications panel, or onscreen
keyboard.

Home Key '/ returns you to the home
screen. Touch and hold to open the
Google application.

Recent Apps Key lets you to open the
recently-used applications list.

Power Key lets you turn the phone or the
screen on or off, restart the phone, or
switch your phone to silent mode,
vibration mode, or airplane mode.

Volume Keys allows you to adjust the
ringtone or media volume or adjust the
voice volume during a call.

Indicator Light alerts you when you
charge the phone or a assortment of other
things.

3.5 mm Headset Jack allows you to plug
in either a stereo headset or an optional
headset for convenient, hands-free
conversations.

Camera Lens lets you take pictures and
videos.

Back Cover protects your battery and
your optional microSDHC card.
Microphone transmits your voice for
phone calls or records your voice or
ambient sounds for voice recordings and
videos.

Charging/micro-USB Jack allows you to
connect the phone charger or the USB
cable (included).



Set Up Your Phone

You must first install and charge the battery to
begin setting up your phone.

Install the Battery

1. Hold the phone face down.

2. Find the notch on the lower left side of the
back cover. Use your fingernail to open
the back cover and lift it up gently.

3. Replace the back cover, making sure all
tabs are secured and there are no gaps
around the cover.

Charge the Battery

1. Plug the micro-USB connector into the
charging/micro-USB jack on the bottom of
your phone.



2. Plug the AC adapter into an electrical
outlet. Fully charging a battery may take
up to three hours.

NOTE:

Your phone’s battery should have enough
charge for the phone to turn on and find a
signal, run the setup application, set up
voicemail, and make a call. You should fully
charge the battery as soon as possible.

NOTE:

If your phone is brand new or has not been
used for some time, you may not see any
indication that the phone is being charged at
first. This is caused by over-drained battery
and your phone will return to normal after
enough time of charging.

Install the microSDHC™ Card
(Optional)
A microSDHC card is an optional accessory

that allows you to store images, videos, music,
documents, and voice data on your phone.

Remove the back cover and battery to install

a compatible microSDHC card into your

phone.

1. Find the notch on the lower left side of the
back cover. Use your fingernail to open the
back cover and lift it up gently.

3. Carefully insert the microSDHC card into
the slot.



4. Re-install the battery and replace the back
cover.

&4 NoTE:

Some applications may require a microSDHC
card to store certain data on it and to work
properly. Therefore, it is recommended that

you keep a microSDHC card installed and not
remove or replace it unnecessarily.

Activate Your Service

Before using your phone, you need to activate
your service with your carrier.

1. Press and hold the Power Key to turn your
phone on. Allow hands-free activation to
connect the phone to our network and then
allow the phone to check for any updates.
The phone will power off.

2. After the phone turns back on, follow the
prompts to complete the setup screens to
customize your phone.

Complete the Setup

Screens

The setup screens help you set up certain
features and preferences on your phone.
Once your phone has been activated, you can
complete the setup process.

1. On the Talkback screen, activate the
Talkback feature by touching the center of
the screen if you have sight problems, or
touch ACCESSIBILITY to explore other
accessibility features. If you have no
accessibility issue with the phone, touch
NEXT.

2. On the language screen, select a
language for your phone display and
touch NXET.

3. On the Why use Wi-Fi screen, touch
NEXT.

4. Follow the onscreen instructions to
complete each section. For each topic,
you will have the option to skip it and
continue to the next screen.

» Select Wi-Fi network — If prompted,
follow the prompts to sign in to an
available Wi-Fi network. For secured
Wi-Fi networks, you will need to enter
a password. See Web and Data -
Wi-Fi for more details.

» Welcome to your N818S — Restore
data from another device or set up the
phone as new.

» Name - If applicable, enter your first
and last name and touch NEXT. This



information is used by the phone to
personalize certain apps.

» Protect your phone — Set a screen
lock to prevent others from using this
phone without your permission, or
touch Not now > SKP ANYWAY.

» Google services — Select your
Google location and service options
and then touch NEXT.

» Anything else? — Add personal or
work email accounts or touch ALL
SET to skip.

&d NOTE:
You can always add email accounts in
Settings.

5. Touch DONE.

6. In the Accelerated Location screen, check
Location consent to use Qualcomm |Zat
location feature and touch NEXT.

Your phone is now set up for use. If you

skipped any part of the setup, you can access

additional options through the Apps screen or
through Settings.

7/ NOTE:
You do not need to sign up for a Google
Account to use your phone. However, to

download apps from Google Play, you must
link your phone to a Google Account.

Set Up Voicemail

You should set up your voicemail and
personal greeting as soon as your phone is
activated. Always use a password to protect
against unauthorized access. Your phone
automatically transfers all unanswered calls
to your voicemail, even if your phone is in use
or turned off.

1. From home, touch \- > e

2. Touch and hold ©° to dial your voicemail
number.
3. Follow the system prompts to:
» Create your password.
» Record your name announcement.
» Record your greeting.

It is strongly recommended that you create a
password when setting up your voicemail to
protect against unauthorized access. Without
a password, anyone who has access to your
phone is able to access your voicemail
messages.



Phone Basics

Your phone is packed with features that
simplify your life and expand your ability to
stay connected to the people and information
that are important to you. The following topics
will introduce the basic functions and features
of your phone.

Turn Your Phone On and Off

Turn Your Phone On

Press and hold the Power Key.

Turn Your Phone Off

1. Press and hold the Power Key to open
the phone options menu.

2. Touch Power off to turn the phone off.

Your screen remains blank while your phone
is off (unless the battery is charging).

Turn Your Screen On/Off

Your phone allows you to quickly turn the
screen off when not in use and to turn it back
on and unlock it when you need it.

Turn the Screen Off When Not in Use

To quickly turn the screen off, press the
Power Key. Pressing the Power Key again
or receiving an incoming call will turn on your
phone screen and show the lock screen.

To save battery power, the phone
automatically turns off the screen after a
certain period of time when you leave it idle.

You will still be able to receive messages and
calls while the phone’s screen is off.

! NOTE:

For information on how to adjust the time
before the screen turns off, see Sleep Setting
on page 79.

Turn the Screen On and Unlock It

After the screen is turned off, you can turn it
on and unlock it whenever you need to use
the phone.

1. Press the Power Key to turn the screen
on.

2. Swipe up to unlock it.
Touch and hold an application shortcut
(Camera or Glance) at the bottom of the
screen to unlock the screen and open the
application.

If you have set up a screen lock, you will
be prompted to draw the pattern or enter
the password or PIN. See Screen Lock on
page 85.

Touch Screen Navigation

Your phone’s touch screen lets you control
actions through a variety of touch gestures.

e Touch

When you want to type using the
onscreen keyboard, select onscreen items
such as application and settings icons, or
press onscreen buttons, simply touch
them with your finger.



Touch and Hold

To open the available options for an item
(for example, a message or link in a web
page), touch and hold the item.

&

Swipe or Slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag
your finger vertically or horizontally across
the screen.

Drag

To drag, press and hold your finger with
some pressure before you start to move

your finger. While dragging, do not release

your finger until you have reached the
target position.

Flick

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping,
except that you need to swipe your finger
in light, quick strokes. This finger gesture
is always in a vertical direction, such as
when flicking the contacts or message list.

Pinch and Spread

“Pinch” the screen using your thumb and
forefinger to zoom out or “spread” the
screen to zoom in when viewing a picture
or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to
zoom out and outward to zoom in.)



¢ Rotate

For most screens, you can automatically
change the screen orientation from
portrait to landscape by turning the phone
sideways. When entering text, you can
turn the phone sideways to bring up a
bigger keyboard.

ﬂ NOTE:

From the home screen, touch > Settings

o . Accessibility and turn on Auto-rotate
screen to make the screen orientation to
automatically change.

n NOTE:

You can also access the screen rotation
setting from the Notifications screen. Pull
down the status bar twice and touch
Auto-rotate/Portrait.

Your Home Screen

The home screen is the starting point for your
phone’s applications, functions, and menus.
You can customize your home screen by
adding shortcuts, folders, widgets, and more.

Extended Home Screens

In addition to the main home screen, your
phone has one extended home screen to
provide more space for adding icons, widgets,
and more.

® Touch O and then drag across the
screen to move from the main screen to
an extended screen.



There are up to eight extended screens
available in addition to the main home screen.
You can create, delete, or set the home
screens.

B While on an extended screen, touch -/
to return to the main home screen.

TTY Mode

ATTY (teletypewriter, also known as a TDD
or Text Telephone) is a telecommunications
device that allows people who are deaf, hard
of hearing, or who have speech or language
disabilities, to communicate by telephone.

Your phone is compatible with select TTY
devices. Please check with the manufacturer
of your TTY device to ensure that it supports
digital wireless transmission. Your phone and
TTY device will connect using a special cable
that plugs into your phone’s headset jack. If
this cable was not provided with your TTY
device, contact your TTY device
manufacturer to purchase the connector
cable.

To turn TTY Mode on or off:

1. Touch Accessibility > TTY mode in the
Call settings menu.

2. Touch TTY Full, TTY HCO, or TTY VCO

to turn TTY mode on.
Touch TTY Off to turn TTY mode off.

Hearing Aids

Your phone supports HAC (Hearing Aid
Compatibility) function. When you turn on the
hearing aid compatibility and use a hearing
aid device with a telecoil in it to answer the
phone, it will help you hear more clearly
during the phone call.

To turn on HAC, touch Accessibility and then
check Hearing aids in the Call settings menu.



Contacts

The Contacts application lets you store and
manage contacts from a variety of sources,
including contacts you enter and save directly
in your phone as well as contacts
synchronized with your Google Account, your
PC, and compatible email programs
(including Exchange Server).

< Change SIM PIN: Change the
PIN used to access the nano-SIM
card.

NOTE:

Put all your confidential passwords in a

safe place for future use. If you enter the

wrong SIM PIN more times than allowed,
your nano-SIM card will be locked and you
cannot access the mobile phone network.

Contact your operator for a PIN Unlock

Key (PUK) to restore the nano-SIM card.

» Trust agents: View or deactivate trust
agents.

» Screen pinning: Keep a screen of
your choice in view, so that others
cannot switch to other apps and
access your personal information.

» Apps with usage access: Turn on or
off some apps’ access to your phone
usage information.

Encrypt Phone

You can encrypt all the data on your phone
such as Google Accounts, application data,
music and other media, downloaded
information, and so on. If you do, you must
enter a numeric PIN or password each time
you power on your phone.

0 WARNING!

Encryption is irreversible. The only way to
revert to an unencrypted phone is to perform a
factory data reset, which erases all your data.
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Encryption provides additional protection in
case your phone is stolen, and may be
required or recommended in some
organizations. Consult your system
administrator before turning it on. In many
cases the PIN or password you set for
encryption is controlled by the system
administrator.

Before turning on encryption, prepare as
follows:

e Seta PIN or password as screen lock.

e Charge the battery.

o Keep the phone connected to the charger.
e Schedule an hour or more for the

encryption process. You must not interrupt
it or you will lose some or all of your data.

When you're ready to turn on encryption:

1. From the home screen, touch n >

Settings o

phone.

2. Read the information about encryption
carefully.
The Encrypt phone button is dimmed if
your battery is not charged or your phone
is not plugged in. If you change your mind
about encrypting your phone, touch the
Back Key.

3. Touch ENCRYPT PHONE.

4. Enter your lock screen PIN or password
and touch NEXT.

5. Touch ENCRYPT PHONE again.

> Security > Encrypt



The encryption process starts and
displays its progress. Encryption can take
an hour or more, during which time your
phone may restart several times.

0 WARNING!

Do not interrupt the encryption process, or
data may be lost.

6. When encryption is completed, you're
prompted to enter your PIN or password.

Make Passwords Visible

Select whether or not phone and application

passwords are visible on the screen as you

enter them.

B From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Security and turn Make
passwords visible on or off.

Device Administrators

You can disable the authority to be a device
administrator for certain applications. If
disabled, you will typically lose some authority
in those applications, such as the ability to
sync email or calendar events to your phone.

To select device administrators:

From the home screen, touch n >

Settings o Security > Device
administrators, and then select a device
administrator and follow the prompts.
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Unknown Sources

If you want to install apps from sources other
than the Google Play Store, you must allow the
installation of apps from unknown sources first.

1. From the home screen, touch n >

Settings o > Security.

2. Turn on Unknown sources and touch
OK.

4 NOTE:
To protect your phone and personal data,
please download apps from trusted sources,
such as the Google Play Store app.

Credential Storage

This section provides options allowing you to
control how your phone accesses and stores
secure certificates, passwords, and other
credentials.

1. From the home screen, touch n >

Settings o > Security.

2. Touch an option to access its settings:

» Storage type: Check the credential
storage type.

» Trusted credentials: Display trusted
CA certificates.

» User credentials: View and modify
stored credentials.

» Install from SD card: Install
certificates from the microSDHC card.

» Clear credentials: Delete all
certificates.



Accounts Settings

The Accounts settings menu lets you add and
manage all your email, social networking, and
picture and video sharing accounts.

Set Up a New Account

Add an Internet or corporate account on your
phone.

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings O > Accounts > Add
account.

2. Touch an account type.

NOTE:
Additional account types, such as Facebook,
Twitter, and LinkedIn, may become available
in the Add an account menu if you have
installed related apps on your phone. See
Find and Install an App on page 44 for more
information.

3. Enter your account information and follow
the onscreen prompts to continue.

Depending on the account type, you may
need to enter an email address or user
address, password, domain name, or
other information. For Corporate accounts,
contact your server administrator to
determine what information you will need.
If you are setting up an email account with
unique server settings or other parameters,
touch MANUAL SETUP instead of NEXT
and enter the information as prompted.

4. Follow the prompts to finish the setup.

Remove an Existing Account

Remove an account you do not need from the

phone.

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings O > Accounts.

2. Touch an account type such as Exchange,
Google, and more.

3. Touch the account you want to remove
from the phone.

4. Touch * > Remove account > REMOVE
ACCOUNT.

Sync the Accounts
Automatically or Manually

When automatic sync is turned on, changes

you make to information on your phone or on
the web are automatically synchronized with

each other.

When automatic sync is turned off, you need
to sync manually to collect emails, updates, or
other recent information.

To sync your account automatically or

manually:

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings O > Accounts.

2. Touch * and check or uncheck
Auto-sync data to enable or disable
automatic sync. Touch OK to confirm.

3. Touch an account type such as Exchange,



Google, and more. Your accounts and

sync status are displayed. The icon O is

displayed if some or all of an account's

information is configured to sync
automatically. The icon turns gray if sync
is off and red if the phone encounters
some problem during synchronization.

» When automatic sync is on, touch an
account and check the items in the
account you need to make them sync
automatically.

» When automatic sync is off, touch an

account to open it, and touch * >
Sync now to sync all items in the
account manually, or touch one item to
sync it separately.

Google Settings

You can manage settings for Google apps
and features and set the options for Google
account and services.

From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Google and touch an option

to configure its settings.

Languages & Input Settings

Your phone's language and input settings let
you select a language for the phone's menus
and keyboards, select and configure keyboard
settings, configure speech input settings, set
your phone's mouse/trackpad options, and
more.
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Select Language

The language menu lets you select an
onscreen language.

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Languages & input >
Languages.

2. To add a system language, touch Add a
language and then the language you
need.

3. Press and hold a language and move it to
the top to switch to that language.

Spell Checker

Your phone checks the spelling of text you
enter when this feature is enabled.

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Languages & input >
Spell checker.

2. Touch the Spell checker slider to enable
or disable this feature. You can touch %%
to set the spell checker options.

Personal Dictionary

Your phone lets you add words to a personal
phone dictionary to improve word suggestion
and spell check when entering text.

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Languages & input >
Personal dictionary.

2. If prompted, select the language the new
word is in.



3. Touch at the top right of the screen to
enter a word or phrase, as well as a
shortcut to easily use that word or phrase.

4. Touch the Back key to save it.
Keyboard & Input Methods

The Keyboard & input methods menus let you
configure your phone's text input settings.

To configure virtual keyboard’s settings:

1. From the home screen, touch >

Settings o Languages & input >
Virtual keyboard.

2. Touch an input method to configure its
settings, or touch Manage keyboards to
enable or disable it for use. The
pre-installed input methods may not be
disabled. See Touch Screen Keyboards
on page 23. You can also download and
install other input methods.

To configure physical keyboard:

1. From the home screen, touch >
Settings o Languages & input >
Physical keyboard.

2. Touch an option you want to change.

Text-to-Speech Output

The Text-to-speech output menus allow you to
manage text-to-speech engines and general
speech output settings.

1. From the home screen, touch >

o

Settings > Languages & input >
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Text-to-speech output.

2. Touch an option to configure it.

» Preferred engine: Select the speech
synthesis engine you want to use or
touch to change its settings.
Google Text-to-speech Engine is the
default pre-installed engine.

» Speech rate: Select how fast you
want the synthesizer to speak.

» Pitch: Set the tone of the spoken text.

» Reset speech rate: Reset the speed
at which the text is spoken to normal.

» Reset speech pitch: Reset the pitch
at which text is spoken to default.

» Listen to an example: Play a brief
sample of the speech synthesizer,
using your current settings.

» Default language status: Check
whether the text-to-speech output
feature supports the current system
language.

Pointer Speed

This menu allows you to select how fast the
pointer should move when you connect the
phone with a mouse or trackpad accessory.

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Languages & input>
Pointer speed.

2. Adjust the speed and then touch OK.



Navigation Key Setting

The Navigation key setting menu allows you
to exchange the positions of the Back key
and the Recent Apps key.

To swap the positions of the two keys:

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Navigation key.
2. Touch an option.

Backup & Reset

Your phone's Backup & reset menu lets you
select backup and restore options and
perform a factory data reset.

The Factory data reset option erases all data
on your phone and restores it to the original
factory settings. The data removed from the
phone includes your Google Account, all
system and app data and settings, and all
downloaded apps.

To back up or restore:

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Backup & reset.
2. Touch an option to access its settings:

» Back up my data: Back up app data,
Wi-Fi passwords, and other settings to
Google servers after you sign in to
your Google Account.

» Backup account: Select the Google
Account that your data is backed up to.
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» Automatic restore: Restore
previously backed up settings and
data when you reinstall an app.

To reset your phone:

1. From the home screen, touch n >
Settings o Backup & reset >
Factory data reset.

2. Touch RESET PHONE.

If you want to remove all data saved to the
installed microSDHC card, check Erese
SD card before touching RESET PHONE.

3. Touch ERASE EVERYTHING.
Date & Time Settings

Use the Date & time settings menu the set the
date, time, time zone, and time format.

1. From the home screen, touch ﬂ >
Settings O > Date & time.

2. Turn off Automatic date & time and
Automatic time zone if you want to set
the date, time, and time zone by yourself
instead of using the network-provided
data.

3. Turn Use 24-hour format on or off if you
want to change the time format.

Accessibility Settings

Accessibility options in the SYSTEM section
let you control phone behavior related to
accessibility, such as pressing the Power Key
to end calls, automatic screen rotation, delay



for the touch & hold hand gesture, and
text-to-speech output.

B From the home screen, touch >

Settings o Accessibility and select
an option:
» TalkBack: Get spoken feedback when

you touch, select, or take any action
on your phone.

Switch Access: Set switch access to
allow you to control the phone using
configurable key combinations.

Captions: Set the language, text size,
and style for the captions.

Magnification gestures: When this
feature is enabled, you can zoom in and
out by triple-tapping the screen and
temporarily magnify what’s under your
finger by triple-tapping and holding.
Font size: Set font size for display.

Display size: Make items on the
screen, including fonts, icons and
images, smaller or larger.

Click after pointer stops moving: If
you use a mouse with the phone, set
whether to let the mouse automatically
click after you stop moving it.

High contrast text: Set whether to
display onscreen text with higher
contrast.

Power button ends call: When
enabled, you can press the Power
Key to end phone calls without turning
the screen off.
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Auto-rotate screen: Change the
orientation of some onscreen content
based on the position of the phone.

Speak passwords: Get spoken
feedback while typing passwords.
Large mouse pointer: Display large
pointer on the screen when you use a
mouse with the phone.

Mono audio: Combine channels when
playing audio.

Accessibility shortcut: When this
feature is enabled, you can quickly
enable accessibility features following
the steps prompted on the
Accessibility shortcut screen.
Text-to-speech output: Specify
text-to-speech engine details and
speech rate.

Touch & hold delay: Adjust the delay
required for the phone to notice your
"touch & hold" gesture (for example,
when you want to move an app to the
home screen).

Audio Type: Set the type of the
phone’s audio output.

Sound Balance: Set the sound
volume balance.

Physical key vibrating: Select
whether to let your phone vibrate when
you press the physical keys (the
Power Key and the Volume Keys).
Notification reminder: Set whether to
remind you of notifications.

Color inversion: Set whether to



display screen content with its colors
inverted.

» Color correction: Set whether to
correct color on the screen for
color-blind users.

Printing
The Printing menu lets you configure Google's

Cloud Print service. You can connect your
printer to your Google Account and then add

the printer on your phone in the Printing menu.

After that, you can send documents, pictures,
emails, or web pages from your phone to the
printer wirelessly and have them printed out.

Connect Your Printer to Your
Google Account

How you connect your printer to your Google
Account depends on the type of your printer.

For traditional printers, follow the steps below.

1. Connect the printer to your computer and
install necessary software so that the
printer is ready for printing.

2. Open the Chrome web browser on the
computer and go to the Settings page.

3. Click Add printers and follow the prompts
to add the printer to your Google Account.
You need to sign in to your Google
Account in Chrome.

For Cloud Ready Printers, you can connect it

to the Internet and register it to your Google
Account directly without using a computer.
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Use Cloud Print on Your Phone

To use Google Cloud Print on your phone, you
must sign in to your Google Account.

If you haven't added a printer on the phone or
haven't turned on the Cloud Print feature,

touch ﬂ > Settings o Printing >

Cloud Print from the home screen to enable

this function or add a printer registered to your

Google Account.

1. Open a file on the phone and select the
option for print. For example, open a

picture with the Gallery app and touch * >
Print.

2. Select a printer you have added to the
phone or choose All printers... to add a
printer right away.

3. Configure other print job options, such as
number of copies, color, and paper size.

4. Touch to send the print job wireless to
your printer through Google servers.

NOTE:

Instead of selecting a printer, you can also
choose to save the file to Google Drive.

System Updates

The System updates menu lets you update
your PRL (preferred roaming list), your user
profile, your Android software, and your phone
firmware.

1. From the home screen, touch H >



Settings o System updates.

2. Select an option and follow the prompts to
complete the updates.

About Phone

The About Phone menu lets you access
important phone and legal information.

B From the home screen, touch >
Settings © > About phone to view the
following options:

» Status: View important information
about your phone, including battery
status, phone number, network, signal
strength and more.

» Legal information: View important
license and legal information of your
